CHRISTIAN HELP WORK.

In doing Christian help work we are to go and
seek out the poor, and not wait for them to come
and beg pitcously and stir our hearts with sympathy ;
our hearts should be already overflowing with sym-
pathy.  We will then find them by the wayside, in
poor cottages, tenement-houses, or wherever they
may be.  We are to look them up and delicately
minister to their wants, not doing it as an act of
charity, not as missionary work, not in a condescend-
ing manner, but as brothers, as sisters, dividing with
them what the Lord has given us.

Now I believe this is the principle of true Christian
help work, and the principle which God recognizes.
Job reached all classes—those who were in sorrow,
the fricndless, the fatherless, the outcast, those who
were ready to perish, the sick, the blind, the lame,
the poor and the oppressed.  He did not wait until
they came to him and told him their troubles, but
the cause that he knew not that he searched out.
Now anyone who will follow this instruction and the
example of Job wiil need almost no other instruction
in reference to Christian help work, because the Lord
will lead him ; and he will have enough to do, for’
he will see enough to occupy all his time and
sympathies.

In organizing friendly visiting, it is necessary, of
course, to carry on the work in an orderly manner;
so that there shall be no interference between the
First, it i1s well to divide
the territory into districts, and assign to each district

work of different persons.

There is usually to be found in every community
all that is required to supply the needs of that
community—money enough for those who are in
need, food enough for those who are hungry, clothes
enough for those who need clothing, homes enough

for those who need homes. The only thing that is
necessary is a different ‘distribution of the Lord’s

substance, and the friendly visitor simply makes
himself a medium in accoiplishing this redistribution
He finds a poor person who needs help, and then he
finds a rich man who is able to help him. If he has
become acquainted with both the poor man and the
rich man, he will be able to present the case of the
poor man to the rich man; and in doing this he is
also making the best usc of an opportunity to bring
the Gospel to the rich man’s heart as well as that of
the poor man  To the poor man he holds up Christ
as the great burden bearer, and to the rich man he
can properly appeal to open his purse-strings and
storchouse to the poor and needy, presenting to him
the example of the good Samaritan.

The purpose of Christian help work is to lift up

not only individuals Dbut the whole community,
When you have once obtained a foothold in a house,
you should follow it up, and not let a man or a family
go till they have been uplifted and raised to a higher
level, until there has heen a spiritual advancement
made. You should not leave an individual until he
has met with the Lord Jesus Christ and is a saved
man and living a different life than before.  When
you get into a family you ought to feel that there is

a special opportunity for work before you, and you
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should make them so friendly that you will he a
wetcome visitor.  And you can brighten up that
home by introducing some new thoughts and methods
and prineiples introducing them one by one, not by
fanlt-finding and criticism, but by helpful suggestions
and helpful doing and helpful sympathy. - -Extract

chiefly front subscriptions collected from the public.

The conduct of the inmates was on the whole

satisfactory.  One of them, after having previously
spent for some years a vicious life and being shunned
