The reports from
the various fields have been very
encouraging, and we are glad to
pass on the good word to all our
believers throughout the field that
the year 1935 has. been a banner
year in the history of our work i in
the British Union in the work of
winning souls to Christ.

“It is now just fifty years ago
this month that the first institute
for prospective workers in the
British Union was held at Grimsby-
The instructors at that time were
some of the pioneers of the mes-
sage, like M. C. Wilcox, S. H.

Andrews. In addition, there were
about twelve prospects present. At
the close of the institute six young
lady colporteurs, the first organized
band, went up to Leeds and started
canvassing for Present Truth.

Would that we could have similar
bands to-day go from city to city,
building up the circulation of our
missioniary paper!

AccorDING to a recent report
oiven concerning the activities of
the British and Foreign Bible
Society during 1935, some remark-
able advances have been made. The
difficult times are leading people to
seek after the things of God, and
this earnest desire is expressed in
a larger circulation of the Bible in
different parts of the world. The
following is taken from a recent
report : -

“The most striking advance ap-
pears to be in countries where
there is the greatest unrest. In
Germany, for instance, the sales of
our society alone” show “an in-
crease of 20,000 on the previous
year. In Spain the sales have risen
since the revolution, the increase

. being about 20,000. We have
been supplying Abyssinian and
Italian soldiers with Bibles. Five
thousand Bibles in five different



languages -were -distributed in

Abyssinia. . .- The biggest-advance -
has been in China, where sales

have risen by 400,000 to 4,296,495.”
