Many have read the statement: "Sick-
ness of the mind prevails everywhere. 
Nine-tenths of the diseases from which 
men suffer have their foundation here." 
Testimonies Vol. 5, p. 444 but we have 
tended to relegate that statement to an 
exaggeration or a "rough estimate for the 
majority". 

The way we think, however, can trig-
ger the following common and even fatal 
diseases: coronary heart disease, asthma, 
emphysema, arthritis, ulcerative colitis, 
migraine headaches, accident proneness, 
diabetes, and mental illness, hyperten-
sion, ulcers. 

Is there a possibility that even cancer 
may be related to the way we think and 
the way we perceive and respond to our 
environment? The common term which 
serves as a trigger for the above diseases 
and can for cancer also is STRESS. Stress 
is the emotional response of our percep-
tion of the environment, real or imagined. 

Dr. Vernon Riley and colleagues of the• 
Northwest Research Foundation, by us-
ing mice carrying a cancer virus, showed 
that stress predisposes mice to cancer. 
Stressing the test group with noise and 
handling from birth to fourteen months 
produced a 92% incidence of cancer while 
the controls had only 7% incidence. 

Dr. William R. Green, psychologist at 
the University of Rochester, studied three 
sets of twins, one each of which con-
tracted leukemia, and discovered that 
each of the three had suffered severe 
emotional trauma before the onset of the 
disease while the other three of the twins

had not. 
Dr. J. J. E. Baltrusch of the Interna-

tional Psychosomatic and Cross-cultural 
Leukemia Project in West Germany 
studied 8,000 patients and stated that "In 
the majority of patients clinical manifest-
ations of malignancy occurred during a 
period of severe and intensive life stress 
frequently involving loss, separation and 
other bereavements." 

Dr. Caroline B. Thomas of Johns 
Hopkins University in studying 1,337 
medical students from 1946 to 1964 
revealed that a correlation exists between 
one's personality and the liability to fall 
victim of cancer. 

The evidence from her studies sug-
gested that cancer tended to develop in 
persons, who were generally quiet, non-
aggressive, and emotionally contained. 
However, they possessed deep feelings of 
alienation which usually began in early 
childhood. They were the silent sufferers 
with resentments of self-sacrifice, self-
blame and self-pity with an overall sense 
of hopelessness and despair. 

The above information is taken from 
the Ten Day Stress Control Clinic which 
is now available to the field. But is there 
anything we can do about our personality 
and/or the effects of stress? 

Next to accepting Christ and learning 
to trust in God which will relieve the 
deep-seated hostilities and resentments 
that eat like a canker, one can begin 
building his total fitness which will help 
to maintain the immune system as well as 
the ability to absorb stress. 

Thomas K. Cureton, PhD. in his book, 
"The Physiological Effects of Exercise 
Programs on Adults" says that "In people 
who become progressively unfit, there is 
also progressive concomitant loss of abil-
ity to withstand stress. Physical training is 
probably the best way to train the body 
and the mind to resist stress.... 

"It is not implied that physical exer-
cise will prevent or cure all disease, as 
nothing could be so erroneous as such a 
statement. But in the areas of buffering 
stress and strengthening a person to bear 
stress of many kinds, exercise is very 
important." 

Considering cancer and the many dis-
eases listed above as being triggered by a 
person's emotional reaction to the way he 
thinks, once again we see that there may 
be more to the following statement than 
we first believed, "Morning exercise in 
walking in the free • invigorating air of 
heaven. . . .is the surest safeguard against 
colds, coughs, congestions of the brain 
and lungs, inflammation of the liver, the 
kidneys and the lungs and a hundred 
other diseases." Healthful Living, pp. 
130-131. 

Have you started your daily exercise 
program yet? One of the best ways to 
balance the mind and produce that at-
mosphere of peace which the Lord pro-
mises is to obey His instructions to 
exercise in the open air every day, sum-
mer and winter.

Halifax-Dartmouth 
Smoking Alert 

"That is a good project. I can support 
that." These were the words of the 
Federal Member of Parliament as he 
spoke to Melvin Boutilier and Kenneth 
Hill regarding the application to obtain a 
Young Canada Works grant to fund the 
Youth Smoking Alert Program for the 
Halifax—Dartmouth area of Nova Scotia. 

Employment of students during the 
summer to enable them to return to 
school has been a perennial problem 
which Mr. Boutilier decided must be 
overcome. The idea for the project which 
was chosen came from Mr. Hill who is 
coordinator of the Five-Day Plan for the 
Halifax—Dartmouth area. A program was 
developed and an application submitted. 
Approval finally arrived for seven stu-
dents to be hired: Wendy Reece, Mana-
ger; Karen Hill, Secretary-Treasurer; Pam 
Graham, Linda Aikens, Charmaine Shat-
ford, Dale MacMillan, and Bonnie Hub-
ley. 

The students were eager to go to work 
but transportation presented a major 
problem. After it seemed that every 
possible avenue had been explored with-
out success, Mr. Boutilier remembered his 
next door neighbor, Mr. Leslie Kay, who 
is Sales Manager for Scotia Chevrolet Ltd. 
Mr. Kay was impressed with the project 
and loaned the students a new Cutlass 
station wagon with the only cost being 
insurance and gasoline. 

Training got under way, part of which 
was helping in a Five-Day Plan. The first 
phase of the program was to educate 
elementary school children of the dangers 
of smoking. Materials (10,000 pieces of 
literature) were willingly supplied by the 
Tuberculosis and Respiratory Diseases 
Association, Cancer Society, Heart Fund, 
Nova Scotia Commission on Drug De-
pendency, Health & Welfare Canada, Nar-
cotics Education, and the National Film 
Board. Dalhousie University loaned the 
team audio-visual equipment, a spiro-
meter to measure lung volume and a rate 
machine to show the effects of smoking 
on the heart. 

Two programs were developed, one 
appropriate to children from primary to 
Grade 3, and another for Grade 4 to 6. 
Smoking Sam with his tar filled "lungs" 
was particularly interesting to the chil- 
dren. Ten elementary schools were visited 
and the program presented to 54 classes 
consisting of approximately 1200 chil-
dren.

The school came under the management of the Eastern 
Canadian Union Conference in 1914. In 1915, the school 
became the training centre for all North American church 
workers of the French language. Because of its new training 
emphasis, the young school was renamed "Eastern Canadian 
Missionary Seminary". Professors from other academies and 
from France strengthened the program to such a promising 
level that it seemed as though nothing could stop it—well, 
almost nothing. A decrease in student enrolment during the 
depression brought the end of a 14-year project of training 
French workers. 

In 1918, a new and larger Ad building was erected. During 
the "roaring twenties" a publishing plant, "The Canadian 
Watchman Press" was completed, also, the school wood-
working industry was opened that year. In 1920, the school's 
name was again changed, this time to "Oshawa Missionary 
College". A clothing industry and food factory were estab-
lished in 1922. In 1928, the enrolment reached a peak with 
148 students. 

The depression was not a depressing time. Although the 
tuition rates were cut in half, O.M.C. came out ahead (for 
once) as its woodworking industry, under C. W. Degering, 
made a profit of several thousand dollars. 

The post-war years brought on the spirit of expansion once 
more, in 1949, the college auditorium was built. A new 
dormitory was constructed in 1946 and the 1958 enrolment 
reached 200. At this time the College began offering a 
three-year nursing program to be completed at Toronto's 
Branson Hospital. This excellent course was terminated, 
however, in 1974 because of government requirements. A final 
name-change was made when the institution became known as 
"Kingsway College" in 1966. 

A new girl's dormitory-cafeteria-chapel complex was con-
structed in 1972. The program in the 60's and 70's continued 
to attract students from all over Canada, the United States, 
Mexico, Asia, Europe and Jamaica. During the early 70's well 
over 300 students attended annually. 

From the beginning of the 1976-77 school year, on the 
basis of favorable Ministry of Education inspection, Kingsway 
issues the Provincial Secondary School Graduation Diploma 
(Grade 12) and the Secondary School Honor Graduation 
Diploma (Grade 13). 

And now this, friends and alumni, is our 75th season in 
operation. It doesn't seem like that long...but how much have 
we forgotten over the years? The site of "Lornedale" 
Academy is now a place of the past, buried under a block of 
apartments. The past is only useful to us as we see how it has 
affected the present; as we too catch the spirit of sacrifice and 
share the dream Kingsway's leaders have possessed all down 
through its history. 

Kingsway needs your support more than ever before. One 
way to support us is for all alumni to celebrate together our 
75th anniversary at the homecoming weekend, April 28-30.

Andrews University Emphasizes

Andrews University intends to meet 
the issues of our modern society and 
provide young people equipped with ef-
fective solutions, said Dr. Joseph G.

Surviving and Stronger than Ever

"Your Adventist Education system 
will never survive on its own. Soon you'll 
have to join the National Education 
System like all the other churches have." 
These predictions made in 1970 by a 
non-Adventist educator in Papua New 
Guinea have not come true. Adventist 
Education system in Papua New Guinea is 
growing stronger every year and now the 
country's Government leaders are having 
another closer look at the way the Ad-
ventists do things. 

Sonoma College is an important key in 
the Adventist system. Students who come 
to Sonoma pay school fees. They are also 
expected to work for 15 hours each 
week. Students at other colleges have 
their fees paid by the Government and 
they also receive a weekly allowance. 

In spite of the extra sacrifice required 
for those enrolling at our own denomina-
tional college, Sonoma has more applica-
tions from prospective students than they 
can accommodate. A deeper sense of com-
mitment is seen in Sonoma students than 
in state college students. 

A large wing has been added to the 
College mainly through self-help projects 
by staff and students. Facilities have been 
steadily improved from the first "tin-
shed" used in 1969. 

Without any restriction on curriculum 
and programing, Sonoma is able to follow 
the Spirit of Prophecy "blue-print". Work 
and study are combined with social, 
spiritual and evangelistic activities. 

Sonoma's Primary Teacher Training 
Department meets regularly with leaders 
from three non-Adventist colleges to dis-
cuss curriculum and programing. The 
differences in aims and objectives of the 
Sonoma Courses have raised much com-
ment. 

The principal of one college said, "We 
take a great deal of notice of what 
Sonoma is doing, for in about three years 
we find ourselves doing what they are 
doing." 

We can praise the Lord for the clear 
guidelines He has given us. His way is 
always best. Sonoma lecturers have pio-
neered new methods of teaching maths. 
The Government Education Department 
has regularly invited the Maths Lecturers 
to run in-service training courses for 500 
elementary school teachers. 

The Papua New Guinea Government 
has an 8-point plan for the development 
of the country. One point of the plan is 
self-reliance. Sonoma is self-sufficient in 
food production, and sometimes has a 
surplus. 

Recently, Sonoma donated 2,500 cab-
bages and other garden produce to Gov-
ernment hospitals, boarding schools and 
colleges, and even to the police barracks. 
These gifts proved to be an excellent 
community relations project. 

In the eight years it has been opera-
ting, Sonoma College, Papua New 
Guinea's senior college, has sent out 
hundreds of ministers, teachers and clerks 
into the Adventist work force. They are 
working in every corner of the Papua 
New Guinea Union Mission and in many 
parts of the neighboring Western Pacific 
Union Mission. 

Sonoma needs an administration 
block, an expanded library and more 
classrooms. We are so happy that the 
13th Sabbath offering of March 25, 1978 
will provide funds for development at 
Sonoma Adventist College. 

Join us in developing properly trained 
workers for God's church in Papua New 
Guinea and other South Pacific countries. 

Other projects to benefit from this 
offering will be youth evangelistic centres 
to be established in the fast-growing 
urban centres of population growth, and 
the replacement of mission aircraft which 
are so essential to the efficient operation 
of our total mission program in Papua 
New Guinea.
