SOUTHERN INDIA. 

Our work continues to progress in an 
encouraging manner in Tinnevelly Dis-
trict; but we have not been without our 
daily share of trials and perplexities. 
The weather thus far has smiled upon us 
very graciously, for we have not yet be-
gun to suffer from the heat. In the after-
noon a cool breeze comes from the sea  

some ten miles, diStanteand theenights are 
cool and refreshing., 

Mrs. James: and Miss Shryock find two 
hours of their, time each morning busily 
occupied in looking after the dispensary . 
work. Some very interesting cases have 
presented themselves of late, most of 
which have been materially helped by the 
attention given them. Several times we 
have been called to other villages to render 
assistance where native help had failed. 
If any of our workers desire namesakes, 
just drop me a card. Our local supply is • 
about exhausted. 

Our work on the bungalow proceeds 
after the fashion of the country. To me, 
it seems slow ; but to those who are doing 
the work, it seems rather hasty. I have 
taken personal oversight of the work, as 
past experience has taught me that such 
a course is the, only safe one. The foun-
dation is now laid, and the bricklayers 
begin laying brick to-day. By the: time 
this reaches you, all of the 50,000 brick 
will have been hauled, and the door and 
window frames completed. The work on 
the well has been slow, on account of the 
hard rock which required- blasting. We 

w , 	ve an abundant supply of fresh 
water for our own use and in irrigating 
a garden. Good water is very scarce in 
these e parts when ethe rains fail, as they 
did this year. Only yesterday I saw a 
company of women with their water pots 
carry a supply of drinking water from 
this village to a place some three miles 
away where water had failed. 

A temporary shelter has been erected 
for the carpenters and other workmen to 
work in. Last week I had fourteen car-
penters busy with hammers and chisels, 
which presented a bee-hive appearance 
for a time. All the lime we use for 
mortar is burned on the grounds and 
measured before us. We get first quality 
by this plan, and have it whenever it is 
needed. 

We are all of good courage and in good 
health. We thank God for his continual 
care over us and the evidences of his gui-
ding hand as we press forward. Satan 
would like to defeat this work and is not 
failing to try to do so ; but, " if God be 
for us, who can be against us l" Remem-
ber us at the throne of Grace.

Here at 
Lucknow we had a dog scare last week ; but 
after trying for a day or two to scare him 
away without further trouble, a faithful 
Stevens did its work about midnight Thursday, 
thus sending him to his happy hunting 
grounds and relieving the tension on those 
who were particularly affected by .his un-
welcome presence..

On April 1 Elders Miller 
and Little and families left, the former for 
Mussoorie, the latter for Darjeeling. Then 
Sister Kurtz left last week for the summer 
months, and last Sunday Brother Myers left, 
to spend a little time at Mussoorie to assist 
in the work there and to recuperate his 
health, having been poorly for some time ;
