hibit "A" show.. the present cost at 
invoice prices to be $6,098.73. 

Brother Ed wards reported to ,v4 in r 
committee that lie found nothing in 
the. books to show what was the 
original cash capital invested in the 
business. Mr J. R. Ross and others 
interested chum the amount to he  

$3,288.00 which we have no doubt is 
correct; add to this $1,800.00 cash 
borrowed and now owing, and 
$479.56 due Dr. R. 0. and Mr. J. R. 
Ross for unpaid salary to date, and 
we have liabilities amounting to 
$5,566.56; deduct this amount from 
appraisement, $6,098.73 and we have 
remaining $531.17, representing the 
net increment up to September 25, 
1901. 

The gross earnings to last men.-
tioned (late as reported to us by 
Bro. Edwards from the books 
amounted to $3,960.38 ; deduct from 
this the net inerement,$531.17 and we 
have $3,429.21 which represents the 
operating expenses excluding ordin-
ary wear and tear, which is usually 
estimated at about 10 per cent. per 
mutual. This shows that the busi-
ness average from the beginning up 
to date of invoice, allowing for wear 
and tear, about held its own. 

We attach and make part hereof, 
marked exhibit B. a statement show-
ing the above more in detail, and 
also the receipts from earnings by 
the month ; and also containing an 
estimate of monthly expenses, which 
it will be seen is very near what the 
actual expenses have proven to lie. 

\\'e would recommend, in view of 
the apparent prosperous condition 
of the business, that the owners of 
the -plant be allowed the invoice price 
of same, viz.; $6,098.73, less the net 
increment, $531 17; which would 
leave $5,567.56, this amount repre-
senting the original investment with 
the unpaid salary due Dr. R. 0. and 
J. It. Ross added. 

We wish to express our apprecia-
tion of the valued assistance render-
ed by Bur. Edwards in his diligent 
and thorough work in classifying 
the-accounts and verifying the cost 
of everything from the original in-
voices, which was more than ordin-
arily difficult in the present case, as 
no regular books had been kept.
