To be brief, we will not dwell 
upon the reason why the eating of animal flesh was permit-
ted. but will simply say that conditions now exist which 
must make the reasonableness of vegetarianism apparert 
to every unbiased mind. Recently 1 have noticsd articles 
in the papers, speaking of the rapid spread of tuberculosis 
among cattle and increasing danger arising from eating 
swine's Vesh, due to trichivae. Just a short time ago my 
attention was called to the fact that a large flock of chick-
ens contracted tuberculosis from eating sputem expector-
ated by a consumptive. Next came the story of some men 
being attacked by a squirrel that was suffering from lefd ro-
phobia, and in the Kansas City Journal of November 12 ap-
peared the following: 

"Caused By Beef." 

"Agonizes death follows eating meat Iron dog-bitten 

cattle. Grand Rapids, Wis. November 11, Joe Roepke is 
dead from hydrophobia, having eaten meat from cattle 
which had been attacked by mad dogs, then slaughtered 
and fed to the family. The raw meat was also fed to pigs 
and chickens, all of which died. The effects came slowly 
upon Roepke, his arm first being paralized, and the nervous 
system showing effects later. He died in great agony." 

But some will say, "Care should be used to select 
cattle that are healthy." A really healthy beef is a hard 
thing to find now, and even when the animal is healthy, his 
system is teeming with poison the same as the human 
system, and these poisons are still poisons when taken In-
to the human system. Were there no other reasons, tho, 
for urging a vegetarian diet, the fact that disease in all 
animals is so alarnilrgly increasing. would be a sufficient 
cause. for abstinence from the use of flesh foods. 

Our loving Father foreseeing this condition,and seek-
ing "our good always," has sent us message after message, 
through his appointed agent, warning us against the use of 
flesh for food and, now says plainly "Those who persist in 
eating meat now, dishonor God." Of course they do, when 
he nas told them so plainly not to. Reader, are you tempted 
like mother Eve, to think that God is with-holding some 
good thing from you? No, no, 1 trust not. 0, let us all 
trust His loving hand to guide us in these matters, seeing, 
with the Psalmist, that. "Truly God is good to Isaael."

These are busy days at our office in Oakland. Four 
cylinder presses, besides the large perfecting press, are con-
stantly at work on the CAPITAL and LABOR number of the 
SIGNS OF THE TIMES, and the whir of machinery can be 
heard from early morning till late at night. Running at 
the rate of 25,000 per day, it will take forty days to print 
1,000,000 copies. 

Extra hands have been employed so that now our 
force numbers nearly 250. Before the date of the Mission-
ary Conventions November 21, 150,000 copies of the special 
SIGNS had been mailed from the office, and only about half 
the orders filled at that date. Orders are still coming in 
at the rate of from twenty-five to fifty thousand per day.
