Somabula Mission,

It has been sime time since we
have reported, and we are glad to be
able to say some:hing encouraging
this time. Our mission family are
all in usual health, and start in the
new year with courage. We trust
we shall receive greater blessings
than we have experienced during the
past year.

Our mission school has been in-
creasing in in erest and nunibers for

some time, and we have been im-
proving our school facilities by way
of some new tables, seats, maps, black-
boards, and books. All seem to en-
joy the situation very much. Brother
and Sister Gibson brought their lit-
tle organ with them, and we use it in
the school room. This with the
singing adds much interest to the
school, and alse to the Sabbath meet-
ings. We have a larger attendance
as the result, for the natives like
music very much. Our school has
Jjust started again after a two weeks
vacation, and several new students
have come in. Several of the boys
brought aloug some of their friends
on their return from the vacation.
The school is larger than it has
been for some time. Our out-schools
are doing nicely although it is plant-
ing time, and the natives are busy
during the day. They come in at
night and have night school. As
soin as the busy season is over we
expzct a much larger attendance.
The teachers report a good at-
teadance on the Sabbath at their
meetings. At one out-school as many
as fifty and sixty attend. We are
planning sootl to open a new out-
schosl on a mative reserve about
seventy-five miles north of the mis-
sion, where there are large numbers

of natives.
‘We are very busy now hoeing and

cultivating our mealies. They are
looking very fine. The rains were a
month late this season, bat it rains
nearly every day now, and having
showers so often makes vegetation
grow very rapidly. We had a very
Isng and dry season this year, and
stock suffered much. Large numbers

have died in some places. We have
lost a few head of cattle but others
have been more unfortunate than we
have. The cattle are all looking well
now. Last Sabbath we had baptism,
and there were ten baptised. We
had a good Sabbath meeting. About
one huandred were present. Quite a
number came from the out-schools
to witness the baptism.

We have no reason to be dis-
couraged, but praise God for what

blessings we rece.ve, and hope the

readers of the MissioNARY are all
starting in the new year with good
courage, and bright hopes in the
Lord. -

The work will soon be finished and
we must all work diligeatly for our
own salvation and the saving of those
around us whodsare in darkness and

kunow not that our Lord will soon re-

turn.

We must not forget to mention
how pleased we are to receive the
MissioNary every week. We always
open that before any other mail
We want to see how tne work is go-
ing in tne other parts of the field.

Before Brother Emmerson and 1

left these parts after our first visit we



were sure in our minds that the mis-
sion site was secure. Here legal
papers are never made out. The
chiefs gave the land, and as final ar-
rangements would necessarily be
slow, we returned to conclude these
matters after coming to the field to
stay.

A criminal case occupied the time
of the chiefs for more than a week
after our arrival. Then all fields were
planted and crops must not be de-
stroyed even to allow building. A
promise to pay for these secured
some advancement, but sull Chief
Jonathan said he must see other
chiefs and people and talk quietly
with “them before we could begin
bulding. He told us we could live
in his building a year if necessary,
and also gave us permission to start
our school iy one end of it.  He con-
tinued to say how glad he was that
we had come to work here, and did
not understand why other mission-
aries opposed us.

A few days ago he came and
pointed out how much land was his
about the building in which we live,
and said it could be fenced and we
could plant all we tiked. This plot
contains about five acres. He also
showed us where to build a tempor-
ary partition in the house. Later in
the day we saw Chief Levi, the chief
of this section and Jonathan's right-
hand man, who said, “ [ think it wl
be very difficult for you to get away
from here. Chief Jonathan wants
you near him and not far over there."”
{(We are now about four miles from
his place while the location given us
is about seven.) He further told us
that Jonathan had given him in-
struction (o build a fence about his
land here for us and that four other
locations were to be shown us, these
being nearer than the first, so Jona-
than’s sons could come to school.
We hear that he has told nine of his
scns (o come to the school as soon as
it is started, and has told the people
that we were their missionaries. He
takes much interest in our work and
seems to be very well pleased. This
is as it should be and.we mean to
keep his good will. He is a powerful
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chief and his influence is valuable
They als) see that we love and re-
spect them aud regard theirauthoiity.
To this courteous tieatment they
readily respond as litile of this has.
been given them from white people.

We know not what is before us

but believe that God is working for

us.  All will be done right if we al-
low Him to lead, and this we are de-
termined to do. There is still plenty
of daxly work so we shall leave the
future 1o Him who is infinite in Wis-
dom.
