There are
many religions in India, but Hinduism contrets
over two hundred million people, which is
about two thirds of the population of India.
The Hindus believe there is one supreme spirit
or god, called Brahma. ¥ach being has an
immortal soul, which after death must pass
into some other form, such as an animal or
plant, before it can return to Brahma. For
this reason they worship water, stones, plants,
trees, and animals, for in them they believe
may be the soul of some of their ancestors.
This belief makes them very kind to all awmi-
mals. In Bombay there is a hospital in which
sick and crippled horses, cows, dogs, cats,
monkeys, and even snakes and insects are
cared for. 'The people are very superstitious.
Life is to them a desperate struggle to escape
future suffering. No sacrifice is too great to
win the favor of their gods. Some of the
people stand for months, and even years, with
their arms extended until they wither and
become useless: others clench the hand wntil
the nails grow through the flesh: while stil-
others leap through sacrificial fires. ‘They
are waiting to hear of the Savxour who (hed
to save them. :

A viLiack in India consists of from iwenty
to one hundred compounds. ‘These com-
pounds are pieces of ground two or three
rods square, enclosed by a high wall. Within
this we find one or more mud huts, the num-
ber varying with the wealth of the owner,
placed against the wall so as to leave a space
or court-yard open to the sky in the center.
The walls of these compounds join each other
so that the entrance to the village is some-
times hard to find. There is usually a large
tank in the center of the village, which is kept
nearly full of mud and water. Hecre the
people wash themselves and their clothing,
here the cattle come to drink, and here the
large, black buffaloes like to take their daily
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bath.

NEW ORLEANS, LA.

Mgs. Saxsy and myself were invited to take
charge of the work in this city last April.
But on account of a serious surgical operation
that Mrs. Saxby was obliged to undergo at
the sanitarium at Boulder, Colo., after we had
started on our way, we were delayed in reach-
ing this field until in September.

Wilson has been able, under the blessing of
God, to sell 900 copies of the special temper-
ance number of the Watchman. The tem-
perance issue is becoming quite active here.
Many are very pronounced for or against the
liquor traffic.

Sister S. E. Richardson returned to this city
Nov. 9, and immediately entered upon her
periodical work with her characteristic enthu-
siasm. She has since sold twenty-two hun-
dred of Life and Health and the monthly
Signs, especially the Christmas number. Fre-
quently the same person will take both, each
month.

During the last téen weeks there have been
sold, including the special Review and Herald,
nearly seven thousand of our truth-laden peri-
odicals. We praise the Lord for this boun-
tiful seed-sowing.

Jowa very kindly sent us a Bible worker,
and paid her transportation here and her sal-
ary for one year. The West Michigan Con-
ference sent us two young ladies to train for
city work: Both were attending school at
Berrien Springs. Their transportation and
board for the first year were paid. We cer-
tainly appreciate these tokens of genuine in-
terest in this needy field.

We have two trained, self-supporting nurses,
one from Tennessee and the other from MlCh-
igan.

WORK FOR \THE_COLORED IN NEW
ORLEANS

ABouUT two years ago I came to New Or-
leans to labor for the. colored people. A sis-
ter was busily engaged holding Bible studies
with 3ome interested persons, and there was
an active little company of white believers,
which was organized with ten members in
1905. In two years. its membership increased
to twenty-one, with a small young people’s
society, using fifty Watchman per week in
missionary work. Later three of the num-
ber entered the work elsewhere, several left
the city, three left the faith, and another was
laid to rest. This reduced our number of
eight, and only two of these live in the county.
1 gathered our little force together, and we
began work with the Family Bible Teacher on
the envelope plan. None accepted the light,
but in this way a goodly number were brought
to a full knowledge of the truth, and were
left without excuse. We looked to the Lord
as did David (Ps. 121:1), and Ps. 120:1 ex~
presses the result. We began work with the
Watchman, gradually enlarging our club to
three hundred a week. The Lord blessed us,
and two sisters accepted the faith, took right
hold of the paper work with us, and are hav-
ing good success. Many thousand copies of
the Watchman have been sold among the col-
ored people here, and we are expecting a rich
harvest of souls as the result. They are al-
ready beginning to produce fruit. We have
had several accessions recently, which have
increased our membership to twenty-four.

We are holding our meetings in the front
room of our mission home, which is about
thirteen by sixteen feet in size, but we will
soon have to seek larger quarters. This will
have to be done if we reach the class of peo-
ple we desire to reach. We all think the
time has come to establish a memorial to pres-
ent truth among the 100,000 colored people of
this great city. Some are to be reached with
the message of the coming of the Lord in this
generation, and there will never come a more
favorable time to do it than now. Therefore
we are praying that the way may open for us
to secure a tent and good consecrated help as
soon as the weather will permit.

No public meetings have ever heen held
among the colored people in this state. There
are only two little torches burning among
them, one here and one near Newellton.
This torch was lighted by a faithful canvasser,
who sold “Bible Readings” to them, five or
six years ago. One of these books fell into

‘ings with them, and the whole néighBorhood ™
was invited to -attend. After a ten days’
study, nine besides the elder’s wife and two
of his children decided to obey all the com-
mandments of the Lord, and their little Sun-
day-school then became a little Sabbath-school.
In July I baptized seventeen persons, includ-

. ing two children, after which they were or-

ganized into a Seventh-da; Adveusist church.
The ordinances were celebrated, and the Holy
Spirit was present in much power.

A mission school has been established, and
is doing good work. Sister Stella Glasco is
in charge. We have also a mission school
in New Orleans under the management of
Brother Clarence I, Campbell. It opened
late last November with nine children, until
the enrolment is mow thirty-one. The peo-
ple want schools, and are making good use
of their opportunity. Their church member-
ship has increased to thirty. Let us remem-
ber them at the throne of grace.

We want to hold a camp-meeting this spring
at Baton Rouge, the capital of this state, when
we hope to have the Newellton church with
us. 'The brethren are beginning to plan for
it already. Let us pray that our hopes may.
be realized, and that we may see good re-
sults.
