Discretion

“ Hr1s God doth instruct him to diseretion, and doth teach
him.” Isa. 28: 26, “A good man ... will guide his affairg
with discretion.” Ps. 112: 5. “ Speak thou the things which
become sound doctrine: that the aged men be sober, grave,
temperate, sound in faith, in charity, In palience. The agef
women lkewise, that they be in behavior as becometh holy
women [margin], not false aecusers, . . . teachers of good
things; that they may teach the young women to be sober,
to love their husbands, to love thelr children, to be disereet,
chaste, keepers at home, good, obedient to their own hus-
bands, that the word of God be not blasphemed.” Titus
2 1-5.

Thig counsel wag given Titus in a letter written to him

at Crete where this young worker had been left hy the
apostle Paul to “ set in order the things . . . wanting” or
“left undone,” ag the margin puts it, in the churches raised
up In those parts. Thus some *sound docirine,” given by
the Lord to the apostle fo write to his son in the gospel,
jg left to guide the chureh in its administrative affairs.
- One of the points emphasized is that discretion be exer-
cised, The word “ discreet” first appears in the instruc-
tion to be given tq the aged women, that they in turn might
be aple to impart the same to the younger women in the
faith. Thig trait of character was to be displayed by the
aged men as well, that they also, by example and precept,
might help others to be discreet,

The word “sober,”” to which aged men were first to be
exhorted, 1z rendered in the margin, “vigilant.” When
used in referemce to the young women, thiz same word
“gober ” is rendered, “wise;” while in verse 6, *sober-
mmded ** ig rendered in the margin “ discreet.”

In the text first quoted, it is found that discretion is a
gift from God. It is Imparted by Him to men who are
teachable, to guide them in their common everyday affairs,
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such as the proper manner of tilling the goil, ete., as ghown
by the context, And surely, in earrying forward the work
of the church, the Lord will especially guide His servants to
manifest wisdom and discretion.

. These same qualities, very evidently, were expected to
appear in the life of Titus alse; for in giving him personal
exhortation, Paul gaid:

“In all things ghowing thyself a' pattern of good works:
in doctrine showing uncorruptness, gravity, sincerity, sound
speech, that cannot be condemned; that he that is of the
colirary part may be ashamed, having no evii thing to say
of you” Titus 2:7, 8

Webster defines the word “ discreet’ as follows:

“ Possesged of or manifesting diseernment, especially in
avoiding error or evil, or their appearance, and in the adap-
tation of means to ends; prudent, circumspect; sagacious;
judicious; not rash or heedless; Speecifically, guarded in
gpeaking or writing what is better left unsaid.”

Digcretion, therefore, énters prominently into the qualifi-
cations of character desirable in church officers. In choos-
ing men to lead out in church work, this trait should be
counted as a prime essential. The absence of this trait in
an elder, or even in his wife, is capable of accomplishing
unteid harm in the church, as well ag giving occasion among
unbelievers for “the word of God” to bhe “ hlasphemed.”

Ag a concrete illustration of the lack of this valuable
asset, we quote from a letfer received recently:

"% Ig it right for an elder and his wife to pick up every
little word or supposition and carry it to the persons con.
cerned, until a number of the members are stirred up;
and then eall a meeting perhaps some months after to settle
matters? Many of the matters reported were not meant ag
they were taken; others may have heen wholly forgotten.
The elder says it i his duty to go and tell his members
anything he hears about them.”” .

.Axn elder is in & position to hear 2 great many things con-
cerning members in the church. - It all depends upon the
nature of what he hears, whether he has any duty in giving
it any concern whatever., Here is where discretion and
guidance from Ged come in. It 18 not the duty of any one
to act as a talebearer, not even the church elder, nor any
other officer. In matters where sin or serious trespass is
invplved, duty would lead an elder to go to the members
involved, and encourage them fo carry out sirictly the in-
gtruction found in Matthew 18: 15-18, in case they had not
yet done 80. It may be necegsary to tell it to the chureh fn
open meeting in a last effort to reclaim from sin the one
involved; or, if he stubbornjy resists all efforis of the
church, it may be necessary for the church to aect in order
to clear itgelf from sharing the sinner’s gujlt. In dealing .
with trivial matters one should act as in case of fire, The
one thing one does not do in such a case, is to add fuel to
the flame.

Let discretion be exerclsed It we study well what should
he said and done, God will give us digcretion to know what
should remain unsaid and undone, 7. B B

How Shall We Get Our Young Members to Work?
RE}COGNIZING the importance of getting young members,
whether young in years or young in Christian experience,
to work, the question arises with chureh leaders, “How

" ghall we get them started?”

The simplest method is to set them the example, inspire
them with your own exnenences, and iet them catch the
spiritof work. Plan and counsel with them, study the plans
together, be sunple, and do with them fhe work arranged
for yntil they learn how to do it.

“ We .are. imitators in this world below;
+ Whom we patiern after, all our ‘actions show.” -

New converts are especially.imitative, and usually have
greaf confidence in their leaders, and are more than willing
to follow. It should De so; and while this places a sreat
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* responsibiiity upon the ieaders, our kind Master provided
for the situation when He said, “ Foliow Me,” thus taking
upon Himself the responsibility, Dear church leaders, we
must follow befere we are fit to lead. But in following
Christ, we are perfectly safe. The experience must 'be a
new one every day. To this command Christ added that
precious promise, I will make you fishers -of men.”

There iy no chance for speculation with so plain a prom-
ise. It is a fact to be accepted, believed, and proved by all
who will follow. If we follow Christ, we shall catch men,
and if the young converts follow us, they will catéch men.
Paul boldly beseeches his converts to follow him: ** Where-
fore I beseech you, he yve followerg of me” 1 Cor, 4- 16.

Men of great faith are those who have proved te them-
‘selves and to the world, the validity- of God’s promises,
‘Mr. Miller’s favorite promige was, * Give, and it shall be
given unto you;” and the history of his life shows how con-
clugively he proved God’s wiilingness to fulftll that promise.
‘Would it not greatly glorify our Father if every church
leader would prove Christ's promise to make him a fisher
of men? We cannot lead into service if we da not first go.

Another scripture to which leaders should fagten their
faith is that God has given to “ every man his work.” WNot
all can do the same work, but every one has his divinely
appeinted task that he can do. The trusting ieader will
depend on his great coworker, Christ, to help men find their
places, Jesus laid the task upon His followers and left it
with them, with the promise that He would be with them
until it was finished., Let church ileaders follow His ex-
ample and lay the work upon the members.

In a well-cared-for church there is a great wvariety of
work. The tried and tempted ones must be encouraged and
prayed for, the sick must be visited, the weak suppcrted,
and the poor ministered unte. There is also the work of
toachers and secretaries, ete., in the Sabbath scheol and
Missionary Volunteer departments. ‘
fleld outside which must not be negleeted,
bhe {ldded to the church daily such as should be saved”
. Dear leaders, iet us follow Jesus. As we follow and trust
Him, others will, and souls will be saved in God's kingdom
as the sure resuit, Litriaxy 8. CoNNERLY.

The only dif-
ferenee hetween the ordinances of the Lord's Suppey, bap-
tism, and the tithe, iz this: the ordinance of baptism is but
one act; the Lord’s Supper is celebrated at intervals, or
“a% often as ye eat thls bread, and drink this cup, ye do
show the Lord's death till He come;” but when we pay
the tithe of all our income, we wecognize Christ in every
daily trensaction of life that inveives *an .income to us,
whether it be from the fruits ¢f the farm, the lapor of the
brain or hand, or from whatsoever Source we receive an
income. As faithful stewards, we say, “ The tithe . . . is
holy unto the Lord.” We return the tithe to God as an
acknowledgment of Okrist us our personal Redeemer.

From an article by Mrs. BE. G. White, in the Rewview of
Oet. 13, 1896, I quote the following:

* The work of God, which should be going forward--with
tenfold its present strength and efficiency, is kept back, like
a spring sesson held by the-chilling blast of winter, because
some of God's professed people are appropriating to them-
selves the means that should be dedicated to His service.

Our leaders who have been in the harness for some time,
are more or Jess acquainied with our general plan of organ-
ization. Those who have had experieneg know that in order
to keep an organization in smoolh ranning order, it is nec-
egsary oceasionally to give it careful study. At least onee
each year our churech committees should give the whole
plan of orgamization followed in their respective churches
a thorough examination, strengthening it in every way pos-
sible, 'We have made no effort to cover in the leading
artiele for the first Sabbath this month every detail of
church organization. A comprehengive outline will be found |
in Home Missionary Series No. 2, which can be obtained
from the Review and Herald Publishing Associatlon; price,
2 cents, We would urge that where shurches are not organ-
ized for work, immediate steps be taken by church leaders
to bring this about. All newly appointed leaders would do
well to give immediate study to the state of their church
organization, If the suggestions given in last month’s pro-
gram were carried out for securing the names of those de-
siring to take up different featureg of work, the matter of
class organization for study will already be arranged. The
next step will be to effect the territorlal organization for
work. It would be well to order through your tract society
a sufficient number of the Home- Missionary Worker's Rec-
ord Book to supply all members at this time. o v, L.

Tux present problem confronting Seventh-day Adventists
is the unfinished task of giving {o every man, woman, and
child the third angel’'s message. We hear much today about
the imminence of the end and the fulfilment of prophecy;
but do we realize that that which lies between us and the
culmination of our hopes is not events, but the finishing of
a tagk?-—a task which, from a human viewpoint, is of
gigantic proportions, but which, under God, can be speedily
accomplished. : ’

Commercial organizations do not consider it an impossi-
bility to reach the individual unit in a world-wide effort,
The Standard Oil Company entered China with the object of
creating a demané for oil In every nook of the Chinese
Empire., Their method was to put toy lamps filled with
kerosene jnto the handsg of the Chinese, and throudgh this
means, rapidly to extend the knowledge of the advantage of
modern lighting facilities. With the knowledge came the
demand for supply. X

If it is possible for commercial orEanizations to get in
touch with every man, woman, and child, it 8 also possible
for an organization such as the Lord has raised up at this
time, with all the power of the univerge back of if, to pro-
claim the message to every person In this world; and to
accomplish the task in this gemeration.

R The Solution of the Problem

The regources of the church afford the only solution to
the problem of how to finilsh the task of giving to every
man, woman, and child the third angel’s message. Thegone
hundred sixty thousaud bellevers gathered in small groups
and churches over the worid are scattered here and thers
for the purpose of disseminating light. Your organization,
whether it be a large ¢ity ehureh, a small couniry church,
or a small company of 'believers meeting in private homes
from Sabbath to Sabbath; is placed where it s in the prov-
idence of God for the purpose of representing to your com-

. munity the prineiples of the kingdom of heaven.” The world

- themselves into a band of workers.
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problem. with which this people is eonfronted, will be solved
quickly when every church becomes a tralning center for
missionary workers.

An Organized Movement

It is at once apparent that the chureh will not be able to
sieceed in her Heaven-appointed task without careful and
thorough organization. The psalmist, in' describing the
chureh militant, says, “ The Lord gave the word: great was
the company [army, margin] of thoge that published it,”
Ps. 68: 11,

Through the spirit of prophecy we are told:

“'The church of Christ is organized for sgervice, Its
watchword i8 ministry. Tts members are soldiers, to be
trained for eonfliet under the Captain of their salvation,’—
“The Mintsetry of Healing,” p. 148.

Organization and training develop an efficient army. The
one great difference between an army and a moh ig that one
1s organized and the other is not. There is greaf sirength
and power In concerted action. A personal incident wil]
serve to illustrate this fact: A colored teamster had besime
expert with his long black-snake whip, and was one day
demonstrating his skill by reaching out a distance of thres
or more yards and picking designated leaves from the limb

of a tree. His atltention was called to a large wasps’ nest,
with the ‘suggestion that he try his skill on that. He
stepped up and earefully considered the proposition, He

observed that all of the scoré or more wasps were alert,

and all headed in one direction, ready to defend common

interests the moment they were molested. “ Why den’t you

bring them down, Joe?” he was agked. With true, sagacity,

he replied, “ Ah no, mistah! Dey's o’ganized! » .
The Divine Plan of Organization

The plan of organization outlined in the Bible and spirit
of prophecy is simple, yoet most effective. It makes for the
distribution .of responsihbility, which increases efficiency,
Moses, sitting alone, hearing the people from morning i
evening, threatened to break down nnder the load, Jethro
said:

" Thou wilt surely wear away, both thou, and tkis people
that is with thee: for this thing 1s too heavy for thee”
Ex. 18: 18.

Many leaders have worn away because they have not en-
listed the members of their churches in the work of soul-
winhing, but have tried to carry alone the burden of warn-
ing extensive districts; and many church members have
lost their vitality becanse of inactivity. Jethro warned
Moses that he would not only “ wear away,” but also-© this
people that is with thee.” The result is disastrous beth to
ministry and to laity when an organization is not effectel
that provides for distribution of responsibility.

The Lord’s plan for efficient organization is as follows;

“ Morepver thou shalt provide out of all the people able
men, such as fear God, men of truth,, hating covetousnass;
and place such over them, to be rulers of thousands, and
rulerg of hundreds, rulers of fifties, and rulers of tens.”
Ex. 18: 21

The last unit in the organization is a group of ten. In
our present organization, whieh now embraces the whole
world, we have in the main, followed the Secriptural plan,
with the exception of the last step, dividing the church
into group$ or bands, We have leaders of thousands, lead-
ers of hundreds, and leaders of fifties, but few of our
churches have the small band organization. The special
blessing of Heaven has rested upon those churches which

- have followed the instruetion eoncerning the formation of

bands. We hope that every church will, at an early date,
take steps to complete the organization of their forces.

So impoertant g this last step in the organization of the.
chureh, that the Lord gave Hig servant speeial instruction
on this point:

“The formation of small companies as a basis of Chris-
tian effort has been presented to me by One who cannot err.
If there ig a large number In the church, let the members.
be formed into small companies, to work not only for the
church-members, but for unbelievers. If in ohe place there.
are only two or three Who know the truth, let them form
Let them %eep their
hond of union anbroken, pressing fogether in Jlove and
unlity, encouraging one another to advance, each gaining-
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courage and strength from the assistance of the others. ...
Let them Iabor in Christlike love for those outside the fold,
forgetting self in their endeavor to help others. As they
work and pray in Christ’s name, their numbers will. in-
crease; for the Saviour says, ‘ If two of you shall agree on
earth as touching anything that they shall ask, it shall be
done for them of My Father which ig in heaven. Matt,

18: 19.”.—* Testimonies for the Church,” Vol. VII, pp. 21, 22

Organization in the Local Church

In the organization of the local church there should be
cloge co-operation of all the local leaders. The first step is
for the missionary leader, who is generally the elder, to call
a meeting of the church migsionary committee. This com-
mittee consisis of the elder, who acts as chairman; the as-
sistant leadér; the Missionary Volunteer leader; the church
migsionary secretary; the assistant ehurch misslonary sec-
retary, who. is Missionary Volunteer secretary; and the
Sabbath school superintendent. The work of this commit-
tee 13 to plan the general missionary program of the ehurch.
This committee should meet frequently e:_wugh to keep all
features of missionary endeavor In a good healthy comdi-
tion. When the church organization has been wperfected,
the leaders of bands should become members of the church
missionary committee,

Territoriai Bands

From the General Conference to the loecal church the ter-
ritorial plan of organization for work is followed, A man
18 given a division, a unlon or local conference, a ¢ity, an
inatitution, or a church, and is made regponsible for the
development of the worlt and the winning of souls in that
particular territory or place. 'So, in the organization of the
locgl chureh, we recommend the dividing of the church ter
ritorially, and just so far as is eonsistent, making those 1iv-
ing in that territory responsible for the giving of the mes-
sage to those in that particular section of the city or
country.

Those llving in each section of the terrltory of the church
should form themselves into a band with a leader and sec-
retary who will, in turn, divide the territory among the
sevaral memhbers of the band. This mekes each individual
in the church responsible for some particular block of tevri-
tory. This band should hold a meeting weekly or biweekly
and at a tlme not to interfere with the regular services of
the church, for the purpose of prayer and the study of the
misgionary problems In that particular. part of the city or
country.

A map will prove to be a great help in satisfactorily
dlviding the terrltory. It is not practicable, as & rule, to
fix the boundaries of the districts so that they will all have
the same number of members, It iz better to dlvide the
territory by natural boundaries, as rivers, raiiroads, or
streets,

Classes for Study

No argunient will be necessary to convinee our lay mem-
bers and leaders that classes for the study of different klnds
of misslonary endeavor should be arranged for in each
chureh. In the terrltorlal bands of each district there will
. be those who will wish to participate in .different features
of missionary worlk, and this iz ag it should be, in order
successfully to carry forward 4 well-balanced effort in each
section. The members should mest for instruction in the
different lines of work, the best plan being for all the
workers In a certaln line in all the territorial bands, to
meet at some central polnt which, generally speaking, is the
church, There should be classes in Bille work, medical

misgionary or Christian help work, literature work, mis-

sionary correspondence, and home-foreign work., The most
compstent ingtructors available should be selected to con-
duct these classes, and each class should have a regular
time of mesting.
' A Striking BExample

Our attention has been called to the experience of Dr.
James Chalmers, who worked out, with remarkable sue-
cess, a plan similar to the one here suggested. [t is stated
that Dr, Chalmers.received into his church more than thyree
hundred new members In ¢ne year. In his own words, his
plan of operation follows:

+
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“We divide the entire territory of the parish into ten or
& dozen sections or neighborhoods, thus grouping the mem-
bership of both the men’s league and the woman’s guild into
about a dozen different neighborhood sections, with a chair-
man and secretary for each section. These neighborhood
sections of the general socleties look after the neighborhood
sick and poor, conduct cottage prayer meetings, visit stran-
gers and newcomers and invite them to church, make a
canvags of the neighboerhood, look after those Whe have no
chyurch home, and yerform & score of useful gervices.

“ Moreover, with such a skeleton organization as this,
covering the.entire membership of the church, the pastor
agn put his hand at any time upon any part of the organi-
zation in any cornmer of the parish, and have things dome;
the thought all along being that the organization iz a mere
outline, or skeleton, that no time is to be wasted upon it,
but that the energies of all are to be expended in charities,
in evangelism, in increasing the membership of the church,
and in other legitimate church work.

“This is: undoubtedly the great desideratum —the very
acme of church success. What is wanted everywhere is a
working church,— a church where the entire membership is
at work, This activity of the entire membership of a
church moves the community mightily; the results are
simply marvelous.

“The strength of an army is measured largely by the
officiency of the men in the ranks. A wise genersl Instructs
hls officers to train every soldier for active serviece. He
seeks to develop the highest efficiency on the part of all.
If he were to depend on his officers alone, he could never
expect to conduct a suecessful campaign. He counts on
loyal and untiring- service from every man in hls army.
The responslbility rests largely upon the men in the ranks.

personal appearance, business, destination, etec. Before ‘he
entered a strange country, it was nééessary for his passport
to be presented, and for him and the description of him to
correspond in every particular,” The slightest discrepancy
would cause him to be rejected as a pretender and to be
prohibited from traveling through the country. Tourists in
foreign countries these days ‘must prove the genuineness of
their mission.

It has often been the rule to apply tests to distinguish the
false from the true.

“ BrrFIcieNcy ” is a word about which we hear much in
business elrcles. The definition of the word “ efficient,” Is
given ag follows: *“Characterized by energetle and useful
activity; not inactive, slack, or incapable.” The secret of
thls coveted asset to success lies in the hands of the Chris-
tian, for the promise to “the man that walketh riot in the
counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth ln the way of sinners,”
whose “ delight is in the law of the Lord,” is that “ whai-
soever he doeth shall prosper.” But it is sometimes too .
apparent that ““the children of thig world are in their gen-
eration wiser than the chitdren of light ¥ in their diligence
to comply with principles which tend toward efficiency.

The church of Christ should be a model of organized effi-
ciency for promoting the greatest enterprise ever eﬁisting.
It is sald that “in a certain large city the local churches
requested the commercial organization of the city to make
a survey of their work from the point of view of com-
mercial efficiency. The report stated among many other
things, the following: ‘ You have the greatest proposition on
earth — the marketing of spiritnal understanding; but you
are not acguainted with your stock, and haven’t a gelling
talk., If you knew your goods, and had the gift ¢f present-
ing them to mankind, your churches would have overflow
meetings.” ”

Greater Christian efficlency is our plea. Become ac-
guainted with your stock,~—the third angel’s message;
know your goods~— have a deep personal experience in the
things of God; and seek prayerfuily for the *“ gift of pre-
senting” spiriteal things to mankind in a convincing

A Language That Witnesses

Part of the life that wing 18 a language that WltneSBeS,
and a very important part it ig, too. There is perhaps no
other way in which a Christian is more liable to. faii than
in hls words. Somehow the tongue iz an obsfreperous mems-
ber. We put it on the altar of consecration, and alas! If
is off again before we know it. But the victory over the
tongue can be won. It should be won: Yes, and it must
be, so that our words may truly witness for the Master.
Wherever we go, our words should prove that we beleng
to Jesus,

In recent years we have heard much about tainted food,
We kndw something of how unsafe it is to use such food.
But do we realize that fresh, pure speech is as necessary
to the Christian’s gpiritual growih as fresh, pure food ig
to his physical health? But how may our words be tainted?
you agk. They may be tainted wlth profanity or vulgarity;
but more often they are tainted because they are irreverent,
unkind, or ingincere. Sometimes the words may be purs in
themselves, but the way in which they are spoken taints
them. Sometimes.they flow toc freely for safety. “ When
the Ben flows too freely,” run the instructionsg for the use
of a fountain pen, “it is g sign that it is nearly empty,
and should be filled,” Some who understand human nature
pretty well tsll us that a tongue that runs freely in idle
chatter reveals emptiness of mind. And such a milnd needs
filling, for an empty mind i8 the enemy’s ratreat, and is in
danger of moving to Gossip Town. Speaking of Gosslp
Town, one poet says: '

“The prinelpal street is called, They Say,
And I've Heard ig the publle well,
And the breezes that blow from Falsehood Bay
Are laden with Don't You Tell,
In the midst of the town is Teiltale Park;
You're never quite safe while there,

For the owner is Madam Suspiclous Remark,
‘Who lives on the street, Don’t Care,

““ Just back of ths park is Slanderers’ How;

‘Twas there, that Good Name died,

Pierced by a shaft from Jealousy’s bow,
In the hands of Envious Pride,

From Gossip Town Peace long since flad,
But Trouble and Grief and Woe

And Sorrow and Care you’ll meet ingtead,
If ever you chance to go.”

One young woman, who was desperately in earnest about
taming her tongue, formed the habit of confegsing to the
Lord during her evening devotions all the unkind remarks
ghe had made through the day., Her testimony vears alter

was: “I fell g0 ashamed ag I repeated such words before
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God that all day long I tried to guard against having any
to confess the'next night. I grew io hate this sin; and then,
of course, I stopped it, The trouble before had been that
I didn’t really hate it, although I thought I did.” Has not
this follower of Christ left a good example for ug who are
determined that our words shall always witness for Him?

A Manner That Attracts

Ang the life that wins, which we as witnesges are called
to live, is adorned with a gpirit of Christian courtesy, a
manner that attracts. Says one writer,

“ As Christian young people and as those:who desire to
gecUle to ourzelves and the work of God the good will of
those about us, we should be intensely solicitous lest our
carclessness, discourtesy, or indiseretion unfavorably prej-
udice any againgt the last gospel message. One untimely
action of one of our number may result in-great loss to the
work of God., The work with which we are connected
stands or fallg in the minds of many by our eourse of
action.”

. As the Master's representatives, we should be acquainted
with the laws of good social usage, that our words and con-
duct ghall not reflect upon Him or His work, Cicero has
well said: “ Any man may make a mistake; none but a
fool will stick to it.” But always our study of good man-
ners should be dome in a sweet Christian spirit that ever
geeks the best for others. Then the lessons will be learned
more quickly and be less easily forgotten. Then it will
become, natural for ug to heed such advice as the following:

“ Choose cheerful, heipful subjects of conversation: avoid

"the habit of grumbling and finding fault.

“Do not interrupt another while he is speaking,

“ Do not contradiet another, especially when the subfect
under discussion is of trivial importance,

“Do not do all the falking; give the tired lstener a
chance.

“ Choose subjects of mutual interest.

“ Do not exaggerate. :

“ Be a good listener.”

Writers have much more advice to glve us. Much of it
you and I will never find time to read. But let us study
at least one good book on this subject. Then let us practise
its teachings at home in our everyday life, Aside from this,

let us be closely observant of the best type of manhood

and womanhood arcund us, But above all else, let us not
forget that the spirit of real refinsment in thought, word,
and manner Is to be learned at the feet of Jesus, and may
best be summed up in these words:
“Whatsoever ye would that men should do to you. do
¥e even so to them.”

“The tongue cobsecrated to Christ is econsecrated to
gilence as well as to gpeech, and this is the most diffieult
part. Jesus suffered without reply. It is easier to answer
when attacked than it is to bear the burden of injustice,
and let God and time judge” ; '

“We know the story of the Oriental jar in which the

most delicate and penetrating fragrance was kept for years. .

Ever after, whatever was placed In the jar took on the
same fragrance. Is not thls Paul's Idea when he writes,
‘Bpeaking .. . In love’? Love is the fragrance that conse-
crates speech.”

“No memher falls into habits more readily than the
tongue. I we permit it to utter all the indigo thoughts
we think, it will get into the habit of talking in indigo all
the time. If we make it Christ’s, however, and apeak what-
ever He would speak, it will gain that habit too, and be-
come & blessing.™

“ Bometimes the soft answer is beaten by no answer at all.

“In Colosgiang 4: 6, Paul says, ‘Let your speech be
alway with prace, seasoned with salt’ The comsecrated
tongue speaks with kindness or graciousness. Tt has neo
sting, no malice, even when it speaks plainly. It is not
corrupt by the use of impure language.”

*“The Christian should seek to embody in his taik thege

. three elements: truth, good sense, and kindness or good

humor.”

“ Anpther saying of Paul's is this: ‘Let no eorrupt com-
munication proceed out of your mouth, but that which is
good to the use of edifying, that it may minister grace unto
the hearers” Eph., 4:29. And then he immediately adds,
‘And grieve not the Holy Spirit of God.! Corrupt speech
does that; and it killy every noble impulse in the heart,
as well; it is a moral blight.”

“The consecrated fongue comforts the sorrowing. The
habit of logking to God for the right thing to say brings
great facility in giving help. Remember that the tongue
gives out what Is in the heart, and if there is pity there
and hope and fafth and encouragement, they will flow out
in helpfulness.”

“When Peter denled that he knew Jesus, some one said
to him, ‘ Thy speech bewrayeth thee.’ He hagd the Galilean
accent., But in a deeper semse our speech shows what we
are. It savorg of earth or of heaven according as our
thonghts are in contact with high ideals or grovel in the
earth.”

“ A gingle word may turn a young man from death to the
ways of life and service. It may be a small thing for you
10 speak that word, but it is a great thing for the young
man.”

A Trip with Two of Our Workers

THESE two misgionaries of ours lived in Buenos Aires. If
you look at the map, you will notice that this beautiful
large city. lies at the mouth of the great Rio de la Plata.
This is the Iargest city in Scuth America. There are only
three cities in the Western Hemisphere that are larger, and
these are in our own country. It has wide streets, beantiful
buildings, parks, and every convenience which a modern
city might desire.

One day these workers boarded a train, very much like
those on which we travel. Out across Argentina they went.
[Be sure to trace the route on the map.] For a day the
train sped over level plaing eovered with rich pampas grass.
Miles and miles siretched away unlil the fiat flelds seemed
to “lose themselves in the sky.” Neither barn nor hay-
stack breaks the outline of the sky there, for the plains are

“so well covered with nutritious feed for the cattle that it

is only necessary to keep them in pasture.

But the trip is Yong, and the train horries over this first
part of the journey., Soon we seée 1t climbing the mountaing.
Up and up the train puffs, clinging to granite precipices,

_swinging out on great steel bridges, and shooting through

tunnels. The air becomes pure and thin, and many pas-
gengers are troubled with mountain sickness. The summit
i finally reached, and we follow the train into Santiago.
Here our workers stop for a convention and annual con-
ference,

They are yvei far from their destination, howéver. De-

" scending to the seaport, Valparaiso, they embark for an

ocean trip. [Follow the ship on the map as it steams north-
ward.] Think of our brethren as they disembark at Anto-
fagasta, a seaport of northern Chile. Watch the train as it

1

climbs up through those towering Andes agaln. Follow
them until you can see the train pull into La Paz, a quaint
clty cf Bolivia.

There was one scene on the way to La Paz which mter-
ested our friends very much. From the mouth of an old
crater a stream of white flows ceaselessly into a glistening
lake below., Those who see it for the first time think it is
snow. The train passes right over this smowy lake, though,
and so the travelers soon see their mistake. The stream
and lake are nothing less than powdered bhorax.

Here-at La Paz the incident took place which we shall
hear of when the story, “ Children That Never Smile” is
read. There is a hlaze of color éverywhere. . Houses araz
painted in the most delicate tinis of red, blue, and green,
Going down the streei we might find a lavender grocery
store beside a pink shoe shop, and the streets aré so nar-
row thatl we never see wagons. Instead of these, Indians
carry ireight and luggage on their backs. )

Our workers do not intend te stay here very long, for
the end of their Journey will leave them at our mission
station. in Plateria, among our own Sabbath-keeping In-
dians, But we shall hear more of these dusky brethren of
olirs later. H. H.

Frém (aracas to Punta Arenas the people, by thou-
sands, are waiting for the messaze; and the call for work
ers in that great harvest field, ere the falling grain- perish,
is urgent. Young men with the courage of a Luther and
the gentlémess of a Melanchthon are needed throughout the
length and breadth of the land. The rich, populous citiss
like Buenos Aires, Rio de Jansiro, Pernambuco, Manans,
Lima, Valparaiso, and Rosario should have a score or more
evangelists and Bible workers. Sanitariums and treatment-
rooms should be opened in all the leading centers.

. The one.lgone sanitatium in South America i§ mors than
pelf-supporting. It is a'valdable financial and evangelistic
asset, payizig a large annua] tithe and bringing many souls
te Christ through the ministry of its employees. O for
more doctors and nurses with the true medical missionary
apirit, like Dr. R. H. Habenicht and Lillian Voris-Wheeler,
who have put the best of their young lives into that insti-
" {ution! Seventy million who know not how to care for the
slek and suffering, call to Christian nurses to come and heip
them,

E\jerywheré throughout the continent interests are spring-
ing up that have been awakened by our colporteurs, This
cails for more ordained ministers to go into Brazil, Argen-
tina, Uruguay, Paraguay, Chile, Bollvia, Peru, and Eeua-
dor. Hundreds have waited months and sometimes years
for baptism and proper organization, because the grdained
laborers are so foew. New missions are opening, requiring
executives and- office helpers. More schools should be
started, and the calls for teachers in every direction are
multiplylng. Large German sectiohs of territory in, Chile
and Brazil plead for German workers, A great work could
also be done for the English in the larger cities if evan-
gelists could be spared to work for this class.

But not least in the category of South America’s Mace-
donian calls is the urgent need of efficient departmental
leaders. Never have I been in a place where the laity have
been so willing to co-operate in helping to spread the mes-
sage; an army of ten thousand laymen are waiting to be
set to work, This is especially true of the young people.
They nsed ioecal and union conference leadership.

Then, our colporteur work has grown in gome conferences
to the place where assistant field missiohary secretaries are
required to train the men who volunteer for the work, The
natives make aplendid workers, bui they lack the elements
of character to become gtrong leaders, They look o North
Americans and Huropeans for directlon, and are willing to
endure almost any hardship or privation to help us finish
the work in their neglected continent, Missionary Volun-
teers, “ tlie harvest truly ig plenteous, but the laborers are
few. Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest that He
will send forth laborers into His harvest.”

Reading the Speedometer

Tag following items show at a glance that our denomina-
tional work has gone forward by leaps and bounds:

Babbath School Department: ¥ At the cloge of 1911 we an-
nounced to the Sabbath school world that we had reached
our goal of one miilion dollars to missions. This required
twenty-five years’ time. Since then we have gone heyond
the five-million-dollar mark.

Religious Liberty Department: “'The Religlous Liberty
Department during the previous year has been instru-

"mental, under God’s blessing, in preventing scores of Sun-

day bills from being enacied into law, and has secured the

repeal of several Sunday laws before State legislatures. .

It has won five Sunday law' prosecution cases before the
courts; obtained the release of all our soldier hoys from
the federaJ prison ai Leavenworth; secured honorable dis-

charge certificates in place of dishonorable paperg for ,

13

scores of our young men who did acceptable service in the
army; and Succeeded in securing a reversal of a former
decision of the Navy Department, thus granting Sabbath
privileges to all our men working in the Navy Department
service in the United Staies, and the restoration to the
same service of the men who had previously been dis-
charged because they would not work on the Sabbath.”

Publishing Department: “In seventy-five years, our lit-
erature has grown from a four-page leaflst cirenlated free,
to 3,006 publications containing 240,333 pages, valued at
$812.53, printed in 96 languages; toial saleg $37,651,000.
Our 1919 sales were more than $5,000,000.”

Misstonary Volunteer Departments In 1879 the first young
peopie’s soclety of which we have any record was orgat-
ized. In 1907 the Missionary Volunteer Depariment was
organized. The first Summary the Department published
reporied 25 societies and 4,782 members, Now we have *
1,607 societies and 30,548 members.

Medical Department: “In 1870 there was but one sanita-
rium being operated by Seventh-day Adventists, and no.es-
tablished training school for nurses. At the present time
there are 70 sanifarinms, many of them conduecting g nurses’
training schools, In America, Burope, Afriea, India, China,
South America, and Austra,ha, employmg 2,200 nurses and
helpers.”

Home Missionary Departmeni: The Home Mid) bnary -
work of the Seventh-day Adventist denomination at its be-
ginning in 1849 resembled the grain of mustard geed; but
its growih has been phenomenal, and its branches reach far
out in sixteen distinet lines of Christian service. From the
time when “ g little group of interested ones” howed hefore
the Lord, “with humble hearts and many tears,” asking
God’s blessing upon the “precious bundle” consisting of
one thousand copies of Present Trith which camée from the
press In July, 1849, to the present day, the sending forth of
literature and other missionary activities by the laity has
increased, until in the last twe and a half years the papers
and traets given away have amounted to over 15,000,000,
During a two-and-a-half year period, ending June 30, 1920,
statistics show that 28,848 was the average reporting mem-
berghip of those engaged in missionary work. The number ,
of conversiong during this period attributable to home mis-
stonary work by the lay members, is 8,670 —a number
equivalent to the membership of more than two hundred
average-sized church organizaiions, .

Educational Department: *“Less than fifty years ago our
firgst college was established. Three teachers were em-
ployed, 90 students attended, and $580 was the investment.
Eight years later our first church school -made its appear-
ance, with gne teacher, 15 pupils, and a total expenditure
of $250 for equipment and maintenance for that first year.
There were no gchools in foreign lands or in the mission
fleld.

“T.ast year the chureh sehool ptant had grown so that it
required the employment of over a thousand teachers to
care for the more than 20,000 boys and girls in the #frst
eight grades. Our advanced schools enrolled in round num-
bers throughout the world 12,000, while our migsion schools
enrolied about 10,000,— an._army of 42,000 energetic, ampi-
tious boys and girls, most of whom have a8 their objective
a part in finishing this work. The value of school property
has increased fo about $4,000,000, not including the main-
tenance,”

The Statisticsl Secretary: * Seventh-day Adventists have
141 organized conferences, 117 misgion flelds, and a mem-
bership of 180,112, Ten years ago.these figures stood thus:
Organized conferences, 101; mission fields, 66; membership,
83,145.

“The membership in Norih America gave for missions
the last year $16.64 per capita, and for all other funds
$48.36, a fotal of more than $6,200,000 for the 95 000 mem-
berg in North Amerlca.”

Are these facts new to you? or have you been reading the
denominational speedometer? How much they miss who
do not read it! Surely it iz a great pity that even one
member of your society should fail to do so. Years ago a
Junior leader in the Methodist Church said that if the boys
and girls enly knew the history of the Methodist Church,
they would he proud to be Methodists, But do you know
that if our .young people knew ~ really knew — the history
of our ehurch, they would thank God from thelr inmost
Irearts that they are Seventh.day Adventists? No wonder
that Sister White said: ‘“As I see what God has wrought,
I am filled with astonishment and with confidence in Christ
as leader. We have nothing to fear for the future, except

. a8 we shall forget the way the Lord has led us, and His
teaching in our past history.”’, .

And that is8 what each one-of us needs, a definite pur-
pose in life; for without it one will be as this young man
-8 human derelict. And a derellet iz a menace, whether
it be a ship or a person. A vessel carrying no cargo, for-
no port, just drifting aimlessly, tossed hither and thither
by wind and wave, is not only useless, but dangerous to real
ships of trade. And o ig the pergson with no lofty aims,
carrying no cargo of helpfulness, hound to no definite goal,
not only useless, but a menace to those with whom he comes
in contact. )

Abraham Lineoln once said:

“1f we know where we want to go and what we want
to do, it will help us to know how to get there and how to
get about doing it.”

And another has given us thig inspiring message!

“When one sets himgelf fo live a grand and noble life,
men cannot interrupt him, and God will . not.”

Then if we would not be among those young people who
are merely arifting through life, those who spend their time
in useless amusements, who have no well-defined goal to-
ward which they are striving, should we not face squarely
the quegtions: Are we carrying a cargo of worth-while
things and are we rowing our way determinedly toward
some worth-while port in spite of every hindering wind
and wave?

If we would know whether we are really making head-
way, let us examine ourselves.

Are we growing more
self-dlenying, more humble, more fearless for .the {ruth, more
patient under crosses, mors thoughtful of other people, and
are we more ready to put self under our feet that we may
exalt Christ? Is our faith getting stronger, our hope be-
coming brighter, and our love more ardent? Such must be
our cargo if we would reach the worth-while port.

The one who is gtriving toward this goal will not live to
please self, for a life of self-exaltation can bring only de-
gtruction at last. Napoleon gave himself to such a life. He
caused the death of thousands. He ruined the happiness of
many homes. At last he died a captive on an igle in
the zea.

In contrast with this, let us look at a lifs spent in
ungelfish service. Dr. Arthur Frame Jackson went to Man-
churia as a medical missionary, The plague broke out
there, A doctor was needed at the railway station to ex-
amine those who came from the fever-siricken districts.
Dr. Jackson volunteered at once. Says one in writihg of
him, “ Many a poor coolle received the suppert of the doc-
tor’s arm when being removed to the hospital, and many a
one regted the easier for Dr. Jackson's arranging a pillow
for his head,” .

Just ten weeks after his arrlvai in Mukden, Dr. Jackson
was laid (o rest, a vietim of the plague, bput the memory
of his loving service lives in many heartis, In the hospital
at Mukden ig a tablet bearing these words:

“ Arthur Frame Jackson, who came to this college believ-
ing that by serving China he might best serve God, and

who laid down his life in that service on January 25, 1911,
aged 267

Ag you look back on the two lives, which would you
rather he, Napoleon or Dr. Jackson? 1 think I know your
answer.

Yes, Hives spent for others are truly the most beautiful
lives. As we look at them and study them, they Inspire
us to better things. As we see the true and the beautiful
in our friends, we come to love them, and to desire the
traits of character that they possess. Then how necessary
that we do not fail to study the life of the One altogether
lovely, and to seek Him for our Friend! He will he our
companion through all the voyage of life, ever loving and
guiding and helping us, 1f we will but give Him tne chance,
Wherever we are, whatever our clrcumstances may he, we
may go to Him tor help. He will keep us from drifting into
indifference and into the whirlpool of sln,— from hecoming
derelicty on life's sea. It is trie that God has a chart for
each of us, and if we will only submit to Him, He wlli
guide us past all the breakers, and bring us at last to
suecess such as we have not even dreamed of; for,

“ Higher than ths highest human thought can reach is
God’'s ideal for His children.”

Should not this ingpire us then to say with Paul —

“1 count not myself to have abprehended: but this one
thing I do, forgetting those things whieh are behind, and
reaching forth unto those things which are before, I press
toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God
in Christ Jesus'?
