Hamlet Welfare Center
Reports Activities

WE have been very busy at the
Hamlet Welfare Center. Our leader
has been contacting business places
and they have given us special prices
on material for sheets and pillow
cases, also shoes. Many people come
in who need shoes, so we found a
place that sold some to us for 44
cents a pair and children’s shoes for
39 cents and 50 cents a pair; also
diapers for $1.44 a dozen. So we pur-
chased $25 worth of these items.
These stores are beginning to know
us and the work we are doing and
they save things for us.

During the Ingathering campaign
we told people about our welfare
work and how we help people right
in our own community, and they
gave us their dollars where other-
wise they would not have given us
an offering.

One little girl came in who had to
stay out of school because she had
no shoes, and when we saw her she
had no socks on either, and it was
very cold. The father was disabled.
We were able to fit her with a pair
of shoes and socks. We had another
girl of 14 years, an unwed mother
with a child of four months.

Neighbors and friends are bringing
in clothing or calling us to come and
get things and they fill our cars.
When we get furniture of any kind,
it goes out right away.

We also sent boxes of clothing to
Longview Hospital and the Home for
the Aged here in Clermont County.
They even sent their driver after
them because they were so happy to
receive the items. This is clothing
we cannot give out in our section.
We also sent boxes to Kentucky, in
the hill country. We keep things
moving in our welfare and the Lord
adds His blessing. The more we give
out, the more we get in. In the last
quarter we gave out over 2,600 gar-
ments besides furniture, and we are
only open one day a week.

We made up and delivered 43 large
boxes of food at Thanksgiving time.
We have only a few ladies, but they
are real workers and enjoy it. We
use all our old coats and anything
we can cut up to make comforters.
We have made over 150 comforters
and this is real work and keeps us
busy. o ‘

We. have three sewing machines
humming every Wednesday. God has
blessed us in many ways. We needed
another sewing machine a few weeks
ago. We were going to buy one and
the man was going to give us a very
good price on a new one, but our
leader made inquiries and found that

Elder Appel studied Chinese for
-one and a half years at the College
-of Chinese Studies. He was also the
commanding officer and directed the
Medical Cadet Training Program for
the China Division.

Because of Communist advances,
in 1948 the Appel family had to be
evacuated from their mission out-
post, as well as from two others over
a two-year period—Kiangsi Mission
and Taiwan Mission.

After being evacuated from Tai-
wan, where Elder Appel baptized the
first known full-blooded Formosan,
they went on to Hong Kong, Bang-
kok, and Colombo, where he assisted
in evangelistic meetings conducted
by Elder F. W. Detamore. For two
years he served as a pastor-evan-
gelist in Colombo in the Ceylon
Union Mission, and later went on to
the Western India Union, Bombay,
where he served as president. He
later became secretary-treasurer of
the Northeast India Union, Calcutta,
India.

He was closely connected with the
establishment of our work in Nepal,

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Evangelism at Woodbury

“YE are the light of the world. A
city that is set on a hill cannot be
hid” (Matthew 5:14). For years
the Woodbury Church has worked
and prayed for a building that would
be representative of the name, Sev-
enth-day Adventist. They found a
prominent intersection in the city
and built a church there. The church
commands your attention, no matter
from which direction you pass
through that intersection.

On December 7, 1963, the building
was consecrated to the service of
God. The light was turned on, so to
speak. The Ingathering program was
taken care of immediately so that
by January 12 all was in readiness
for Elder Roger Holley, the Union
Conference Evangelist, to begin a
three-week series of public meet-
ings. The flame burned high, fed by
three previous round-the-clock
prayer sessions, a long list of names
of interested friends, neighbors, rel-
atives, and former members, a com-
pletely united church membership
scouring the area for those interested
and willing to come to the meetings,
and going out of their way to sup-
port the meetings in every possible
way.

Jesus said, “I am the light of the
world; he that followeth me shall
not walk in darkness, but shall have
the light of life” (John 8:12). Night
after night Jesus was lifted before
these people as the light they needed
and more and more came to the
meetings, even through the week
nights, until the church was filled to
capacity. There were 100 more peo-
ple present on the closing nights
than attended on the opening night.

Many people, young and old, de-
cided to follow the light and bap-
tisms were scheduled for those who
were ready. By the time Elder Hol-
ley left Woodbury 36 had taken part
in this rite. Seven of these became
members of the Cherry Hill district
churches.

The departure of the evangelistic
team did not mean that the light was
to go out. Many people had been at-

tracted by the light but had not been
drawn to follow it. Once again the
church went to its knees in prayer
and sought more fuel for the light.

It was decided that the meetings
should not end but continue with
Elder J. J. Blanco, the pastor, as the
speaker. On Sunday and Tuesday
nights meetings were held in the
church for the public. Thursday-
night cottage meetings were held in
private homes, Steps to Christ being
used as the basis for study. The Fri-
day-night MV program was evange-
listic in nature.

This series was climaxed by the
young people’s Week of Prayer, held
March 15-21, when lay members gave
the message every evening in the
church.

There have been successive bap-
tisms as individuals were ready to
follow the Light of the world. By
March 21 the number baptized had
risen to 44. Many more are preparing
for future baptisms.

Words are inadequate to tell the
joy that fills a church passing
through such an experience. Hearts
are knit together as they work for
the salvation of others. Prayers are
being answered, miracles are being
performed, and families are being
united. Pray that this new church,
as well as your church, will con-
tinue to let its light shine so that
all who are the sheep of the Lord’s
pasture may find their way to the
heavenly fold.
