Dear Fellow Workers :-
1 have been silent for sometime but it 

is not because I ha,·c been .idle or absent. 
In (&ct, we bav~ bren so bus.r that. we 
b&·\·c hardly had time t.o put our pens to 
raper for much reP,orting. • . \\'e moved do\rn among the fl,_u,1 
Sabbath-keepers in March and_ ~cup1ed 

c-' one of their buildings in the midst of a 
nath·e villsge until the 9th of Ju Jy, when 
we came a.way here for a few we_eks, re.st 
and recuperation. Our natire v111sge of 
operation is about 12 miles from the s:a 

d 23 iles south cast of Palamcott11h m an m . 
t,he Tinnevelly Disi. We arc ~u~t 0~~ 
mile from the sl ronghold of the S. P. 
Sod~ty at Nar,Rrcth P. 0. The onJ.v 

olhe r churchc~ re,presentcu in the com­
munit,r are the C. M. ,S. and Roman 
Catholic. 

As soon as we were localed we found 
ourseln!s in strange rmrroundings. ,ve 
were ncquainlPd with few but those of the 
Sabtat.h-keeping sect. Public sentiment 
was much against us from the first and 
Elrcnuous efforts were m,de to hinder our 
entrance, but the Lord overruled in our 
behalf. \r c felt that the surest and best 
way to break down false ideas and win 
the confidrncc of the people was to employ 
the familiar "wedge "-the medi'cal work, 
whi rh has found it.s way through so many 
r1 i fficult si t-uo.tions A 11 around us was 
sickncs~ n.ncl disease of er-cry rlescri1,tion, 
so we began. 

At fi rst the people woulu not come to 
us for hrlp. but we Eecur~d a feWF samples · 
and sent them out into the villages and a:s 
soon as the people saw we were able to 
brlp them they flocked lo us from -all 
quart ers. We impro,·is<'d a. E-mail hospi­
tsl on our back rnrandnh, laid in t. stock 
of nrccssar.v medicines an<l set aside t~o 
hours in the morning and an hour and a . .. . 
haJf in the e,·en iog for treating the sick. 
~pace will not permit of, my relating the 
n n.ny man.v interesting experiences ~e 
had int.his kind of worlc~. tTune was our 
hcavie3t month's work/ "imd our record 
show~ that we treated 780 eases, 218 of 
which required bandaging and_ speci,J 
treatment. )\re made , 4-8 calls lo ~ tbe 
homes of the people besi .. des the s_corcs of 
\'i sit.s made during a cholera epidrmfo 
which broke out sometime before ,ve Jeri. 
The Loru has helped us marrelously with 
this Ii oc of work and it has prond a itreat 
hJ<' ~s ins.! t.o u~ llS well as the people. 

W e. ha ,·c tried lo Jook after the spi ritu­
,d ncC'cl s of the people as far as circum-
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~tanccs would permit. The latter parl of 
l\fay 1 began a Bible class in our home 
which was attchc1cd by & number of Joung­
men from among tlw s~bbath hepcrs who 
became very muc~ interested. I rf'j!rcl-­
ted very much the necessitr of haYing to 
discontinue this class ori aecount or m,y 
interpreter going nwn.r. In ,1 isiting 
among the homes of the people we ha,·e 
prayed for the sick and ginn mueh 
instruction on health principles. Thc~e 
things were nenr known or heard of 
l-eforc we ~ent thrrc. The presence of a 
European missionary in the villa~c ~a,·c 
only on a Elwrt cnll wms· never known be­
fore, \,ut to hHe one· come in with his 
family nnd mingle free)s with tl1rrn, Ja.r­
ing aside the usual priestl.v robes and false 
clignits and trcatirg the sitk and f-tdicr­
ing with thf'ir own hands was bc>J ond 
their comprehension for a time. Thry 
could, say as the Phar:secR of old. 
"\Ye ne,·er saw it on this fashion . ,, I 
am gJac to FBS that the ler...:e mBjorit.v 
are fulJy con\ ince<l that it is lhe riglit 
kind of missionaq• work. 

Since coming- away I ham rcc-ein·<l a 
number of splendid letters from ~omc of 
the young mrn who wrre in the Bible 
class, and from some who are in CeJJ0n.
