Where are the Homes for the OQutcasts?

¢¢ | ET mine outcasts sojourn with thee, Moal; be
thou a covert to them from the face of the
spoiler.”  (Isa.1G:4.) “Isnot this the fast that
I have chosen .. ... that thou bring the poor that
are cast cut to thy house?” Isa. 58:6, v
How many of the at least fifteen thousand homes
inte which THE L1rk BoaT comes do we find afford-
ing shelter to one of God's outcasts? Perhaps one
in a hundred, scarcely more than that, we fear, and
yet every one of these homes doubtless claims to be
a Christian home. Can a home be truly dedicated
to Christ, the door of which is not open to receive one
of God's outcasts, who may be a homeless, friendless
wanderer, whom nobedy ‘wants, for whom nobody
carcs, who meets {frowns, cold looks, rebuffs, scorn and

curses from the world and neglect from those who
claim to be Christ's [ollowers. Is it possible that the
Son of righteousness can be shining with tndimmed
radiance on a home which has no welcome for one of
these neglected ones of Christ, many of whom are
wanderers only because people whe claim to be
followers of Christ fail to see Him in the person of
His downtrodden and neglected children? It is to
be feared that darkness rather than light reigns in
the homtes which have seen at the door one of God's
outcasts, then turned him away,

‘T'his may be the reason why deepest darkness has
settled down over many a threshold where the light
of God’s countenance ought to dwell; for does not the
Lord say: “And if thou draw out thy soul to the
hungry, and satisfy the afflicted soul; then shall thy
light rise in obscurity, and thy darkncss be as the
noon-day ; and the Lord shall guide thee continually,
and satisfy thy soul in drought, and make fat thy
bones; and thou shalt be like a watered garden, and
like a spring of water, whose waters fail not?”  Isa.
td:io, I1.

Is your soul hungry? TFeed some hungry soul, and
you will be fed, Isyoursoulindarkness? Enlighten
some benighted outcast, and the light will shinc into
your heart and home. Are you a wanderer in the mazes
of doubt and unbglief and foreboding? Reach out
the hand to help some wandering hrother, to lead him
into the path of life, and God says He will “guide you
continually,” Do you want guidence?

Christ
himself became perfected through suffering, and the
gospel plan set before us for the development of
Christian perfection is the sharing of the sorrows and
afflictions and misfortunes of our fellow nien,

chance to hold up their heads, who gladly seize the
opportunity offered them torise into a better life; but
after the start is made, something more is needed,—
new environment, Christian surroundings, an oppor-
tunity to study God’s. word, to develop a Christian
character under {favorable conditions, a fair chance to
lead a Christian life. This the new convert {rom sin,

who has through misfortune missed the opportunities *

of a real Christian training, must have,

Kind readers, think for a moment what you would
be likely to be if your fathers and mothers were
drunkards, if you had spent your infant days in a
saloon, if you had grown up in a gutter, if your
companions for twenty or thirty ycars of your life had
been only criminals, thieves, drunkards and vaga-
bonds, and that the only language familiar to your ears
during all this time had been the langnage of the
slums or the brothel! A persen bornand brought up
under such conditions lacks that background of Chris-
tian training which is so essentinl an element in a
stable character. He requires the best possible con-
ditions to hold him up in his new life, He requires
Christian principles on every side. Likea man whose
literary education has been partly neglected until he
has reached mature years, he needs the best sort of
tutoring to enable him to grow rapidly in the grace
and development of a Christian character. Yet it is
surprising what rapid progress such men offen make
when a good chance 1s afforded them. Not infre-
quently these wailz in Christ, though greyheaded
with years, through their perfect submission and com-
Plete surrender to the L.ord, make more advancement
in g few months under {avorable circumstances than
many Christians have made in all their lives, under
the most favored circumstances.

Visiting Nurses’ Work

HE Psalmist says: “Blessed iz he that consider-
eth the poor: the Lord will deliver him in time
of trouble” .Our hearts were touched as we

went in answer to a call to see a poor wormman who is
hopelessly sick. The husband had died one week
helore, a helpless little invalid lay in a crib with
bones so prominent that the skin had worn through,
The mother was ill and the anxiety of support for
the family, added to the physical suffering, had
brought her to the verge of insanity, Qur nurse
stayed, and made the woman comfortable until other
help could be obtained,

Here is the case of Mrs, B—, on the West side,
who was reported to us by one of the city relief socl-
eties, The mother lay sick without medical care or
proper food. A doctor and nurse were sent; but she
had been neglected too long, and died the following
day. TLast week a modesi little woman whom we
had helped in sickness a year ago, came to¢ us with
her troubles. Her husband had been unable to get
work for several weeks, and at last they were without
food, and had eaten nothing for two days, Of course
we do not have a large stock of provisions to give
away; but a kind word with directions to the proper
place secured food and fucl for the mother and two
little ones, We gave her a basket of food to last till
the other help came. Now the husband has work,
and they are quite comfortable, This family has not
yet made the personal acquaintance of the One who
is cur helper in every time of need, and we are u:yingi
to impart to its members a knowledge of spiritua
things,

‘While making some calls one of our visiting nurses
called at a door” which was opened just a little by a
bright little woman, The nurse immediately began
to tell her who she was, and why she had called ; but
the woman started to close the door, saying she was
very busy, and hadn't time to stop. Just then a re-
sponsive cord was touched, the door opened wide, the
woman gave her guest a hearty welcome and wanted
to hear more, In a few minutes she was asked if she
was a Christian, She replied that she was not, but
wanted to be. They both knelt down, and after the
worker had prayed, the newly awalened one could
only say: “God be merciful to me a sinner,” But
this prayer came from her heart, and when the nurse
started to go, she assured her that she would welcome
her back any time, and would gladly study the Bible
with her. At the appointed hour she called in several
friends, and they had a good meeting. ‘The Jady and
Ler sister have both found the Saviour, and are trust-
ing Him in simple childlike faith, -

The husband and other sisters of this lady are in
the West, and she expects to go soon, but says she

wants first to learn all she can, and take the L'ord_to-.a,_.
them. Meetings are being held at the home with in- -

creased interest. Yesterday as the worker who first
called was passing, she stopped to leave a word of
encouragement, and found the lady reading her Bible.
She said she was having trials and discouragements,
and was so glad she had found the place to go for
help. It gives us courage ag we see souls ready to
respond to truth, Jesus says: “Blessed are they
which do hunger and thirst after righteousness: for
they shall be filled.”.

I have had peace and joy and happiness since I
gave my heart to Jesus, November 17, 18¢8, Before I
came to this mission, while I served the world, I did
not know anything about that wonderful peace, I
was always restless, IFor the last fow years, 1 have
been traveling over the world, spending my father's
money, net in drink and smoke or anything like that,
but in traveling,

When winter came (my first winter in this country)
I did not like it in the North. In my restlessness
and sclfishness, I went down to St. Augustine, and
Palm Beach, South Florida, Isoon found it too warm.
there, and went up to Hotel Ban Air, Augusta, Ga.;
but still there was a burning in my soul, and 1 'soon
found it too warm there also; ther I went fo Hot
Springs, Ala., away up in the Alleghany mountains.
Nowhere could I find rest and peace, I was in my
full health and had a strong body, but I was sick at
heart, sick in my soul.

Time after time, [ tried to stop, but I could not.
Why? Because I did not know Jesus. I scrved the
world, and therefore I was selfish, Several times I
had to write home for more money.

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Open=Air Work---Street Meetings

ITH the approach of summer, there is usually
W a relaxation of effort in evangelistic and Chris-

tian help work. This is probably due to the
fact that peaple arc not disposed to sit in a warm
church building on a hot summer’s evening to listen
to long sermons. While the summer season may
present some obstacles to the Christian worker, it also
presents many favorable opcnings for aggressive
work. One ol these—-open-air mectings—we shall
here consider. During the summer months we have
many interesting meetings in the parks of this city,
as well as on the crowded, busy strects.  The parks,
boulevards, groves, etc., afford excellent opportuni-
ties for doing personal work, Whether in city, crun-
try, ot village, let us kecp on the outlook tor these
openings.

ADVANTAGES OF OPEN-AIR WORK

Open-air meetings present a grand opportunity to
reach a great number of people at little or no expense.
‘Through this channel, the gospel can be presented to
many who otherwise would never hear it, Where
can we find a more appropriate place to preach the
gospel than out under the oven heavens, with the
trees, grass, flowers, and other works of God in plain
view. The greater part of Christ's work:- was copen-
air preachin% He often refers, in a familiar way, to
the things of naturs,—* consider the lilies,” ete,

City street meetings do not pesscss this particular
advantage in -the way of surrroundings, yet if prop-
erly managed, the street meetings will be productive
of great good. There seems to be more or less preju-
dice in the minds of some against open-air and street
meetings, Why there should be, I do not understand,
unless it is one of the efforts of the enemy to prevent
the employment of all vseful soul-winning agencies,
I know of scores of men in this city who are rejoicing
in the gospel light to-day, who were brought in con-
tact with these soul-saving agencies through open-air
meetings. You can carry the open-air mdeting right
to the people who need the gospel.  This is especially
true of street meetings in our larger cities. There
are two ways of preaching the gogpel: One is to have
the people come to you for it, and the othsr is for you
to take the gospel to them. This latter method is
one which we must employ if very many ever hear it,
Remember the commission to ug now is: “Go out
into the highways and hedges and compel them to
come in.”  Luke 14:23 .

NECESSARY QUALIFICATIONS I'OR WORKERS

Let no one nndertake this work in a mechanical
way. While it js necessary that those who engage in
open-air work should possess a good voice, good lungs,
and a ready, active mind, yet the mere possession of
these qualifications should not be considered as suf-
ficient evidence that one is called and prepared to
engage in open-air work or to conduct street meetings.
Neither should the ability to talk freely and sing
loudly be regarded as_divine credentials for this par-
ticular work, ¥7%ds phase of gospel work vequeives fust
as wench consecration, sound judgment, and fumility
on the part of those who engage it i, as s reguived
of these engaged in any other dranch of lhe Eé?oxjﬁel
ministry.,  Let prayer precede every other effort o
preach the gaspel on the busy thoroughfares of the
great ity or in the streets of the village. Disregard
of these things will not only jeopardize the personal
safety of the worker, but will always subject the work
of God to compromise and reproach.,

PREFARATION FOR THE MEETING-—MUSIC

Now let us consider a few things which are essen-
tial to a meeting of this kind, While it seems to be
a very simple thing to hold an open-air service or

street meeting, it is, nevertheless, no small task to
successfully handle all the various influences which
are constantly working to interfere with or break up
the meeting, ~ This is especially true_of strect meet-
ings in the towns and cities, If possible, arrange be-
forehand for at least a dozen earncst, praying Chris-
tians to assist in the effort, After carefully and pray-
erfully selecting a corps of workers, the next thing of

importance fo be'considered is the music, We must
-have something to arrest the attention of the pcople.

17 is not necessary to make a noisy demonstration, A
little vocal or instrumental music'is sufficient.  As it
is often immpossible to have instrumental music, a
vocal solo, duet, or quartette will be an excelient
means of attracting the people. At the close of the
opening music, ag the crowd is gathering around the
speaker, let the workers, provided with plenty of little
gospel tracts, malee their way gradually and quietly
to the vutside of the assemblage, and in this way form
a working and praying circle surrounding the entire
company, In holding city street meetings, it is espe-
cially necessary that your plans be carefully and well
laid so that there will be a perfect undersianding of
the program to be followed by one and all.

NATURE AND LENGTH OF TIE DISCOURSE

Let the singing be promptly followed by a short,
pointed, energetic gospel talk. Present the plain
simple gospel story.,  The open-air speaker must be
filled with his gubject—-filled to overflowing. The
street is 1ot the place to preach sermons, Let the
remarks be so pointed and direct that every heaver
will consider that he fs addressed personally,  Avoid
preliminaries; start into your subject at once. Many
successful workers in other lines fail in their street

“work for lack of these two things; viz.,, drevidy and

directness.  None but enthusiastic and judicious
workers will be able to accomplish much in open-air
or street meetings. Let your words proceed from a
heart full of love for lost souls. et your manner be
marked with intense eartnesthess. ‘The ordinary
street meeting or open-air meeting is not the proper
place to present doctrinal subjects, et us remem-
ber not to cast our “pearls hefore swine,” Deep

spiritual truths will not be appreciated or understood ;

by strect audiences, Present only the practical truths
{)g’ faith and repentance.. Preach the gospel of the
kingdom in such a manner that it will prove io be
meat in due scason for the hearer,
HOW TQ DEAL WITH DISTURBANCES

In considering this phase of our worlk, let me em-
phasize just two things : First, prayer; second, tact,
If thereare those present who desire to raise a dis-
turbance, deal gently with them., Have your band of
workers so trained that when a man begins to make a
disturbance, some one will go at once to him and en-
gage Lim in conversation, and thus put an immediate
stop to the trouble, If he is intoxicated, lead him
away from the scene before attempting to deal with
him. If preperly managed and conducted, there will
he little or no trouble atfending the holding of street
meetings.

PERSONAL WORIK

While the leader of the meeting is engaged in
speaking to the people, let his assistants energetically
carry on the personal work, taking pains, of cowrse,
to move as quietly as possible through the crowd. It
is in connection with this personal work during street
meetings that tracts and cards hearing the address
of the permanent mecting piace—the mission or the
church—can be distributed. it is often the kind
word or the hand-shiake that seals the word spoken
in public to the saving of a soul. In your prepara-
tions for open-air work, do not {ail to emphasize the
necessity of personal work,

S
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THE INVITATION

There are many ways of leading men and women to
express themselves definitely and to take their stand
on the Lord's side. The one which we have most
largely used in our street meetings is about az follows:
At the close of the gospel address, the invitation is
given to those who have heard the gospel, who desire
to accept it, to raise their hands, and thus make a re-

uest for a special remembrance in the praycr just to
ollow. As this invitation is given, let the workers
take careful notice of the hands raised, They should
quickly make their way to the side of these men and
women, as the case may be, and at once begin the
work of pointing them to “The Lamb of God that
taketh away the sins of the world.” Many a poor
soul has been led to the Saviour on the husy streets
of the city, Tell them who you are; get their name
and address, and leave nothing undone that will en-
ahle you successfully te follow up the work.

WHERE TO HOLD THE MEETING

It is a good plan to hold the street meeting in the
vicinity of your mission or other meeting place, as
this affords an opportunity to invite the crowds to the
mission, thus getting them under more permanent in-
flucnces. In this way, a portion of your audience can
be carried back to the mission after every meecting,
In case this plan is followed, the street meeting should
he held just before your regular evening services.
Some section of the city where there are a great many
saloons is also a good place to hald street meetings,
Make it a rule to hold the meeting where you can
reach the greatest number of pcople. In the poorer
guarters of the large cities, in the tenement districts,
etc.,, you will always be zble to get a good audience.
In additicn to your immediate audience you will have
those who are listening from the windows all around.
OF course, where it is possible to appoint your meeting
place, and secure an audience, it is preferable to hold
the meetings in some grove, park, or some other place
where nature and Ler fruits can be used in illustra-
ting truths.

Let every man, woman, and child whom God has
called into the liberty of the gospel be constantly
locking for opportunities during these coming summer

months to speak a word for Jesus; ever ready to point.

the dying soul to the Lamb of God, Every one may
have a part in this work. While all can not conduct
street meetings, while all can not speak publicly in
open-air work, each one can en%rage in personal worlc
upon all occasions and under all circumstances. Let
even the little children when gathered together in
play seek to hold up the Saviour to their playmates
and associates. On a summer's alternoon or evening
after a game in which all have participated, let every
hoy and girl in whose heart the love of Jesus abounds
malse the best of the oppertunity by speaking a word
for the Saviour, In many respects the summer
months afford opportunities for personal missionary
wolk which can be found at no other time of the year,
Let us not excuse ourselves by saying, *The weather
is too warm,” or, I am too tired,” but let us put on
the whole armor of God and go into the harvest-
field, into the highways and byways, and seek out
precious souls for the garner of God.

CAUTIONS AND SUGGESTIONS

I. Let your meeting, especialty the talk, be short.

2. Let the singing, praying, and talking follow one
another in quick succession.

3. Never attempt to handle controverted points at
a street meeting ; do not preach doctrine which will
be unappreciated and misinterpreted.

4. Be sure that what you say is “meat in due sea-

son,”
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5, Remember that long sermons drive away the
people.

6, A street meeting conducted and closed without
personal work has been largely a failure.

7. Put forth every possible effort to get the people

under permanent influences,

8. Learn how to talk so that you will not ruin your
voice and break down your lungs,
9. Do nothing arbitrary; trust in God to qualily
you by His Spirit to meet cvery emergency.
W, & 5,

Care Of the Voice

HE voice, above all instruments, should receive

care and attention, for it is one of the means of

communicating heavenly truths to the world.
The voice is a special gift of God and therefore it
should ever be in a condition so that its very tone will
make truth atlractive.

We can lay down as a broad and general rule, that
whatever prometes the maintenance of robust health
serves as an invaluable agent in the development of
a pure and musical voice,

The first thing necessary to the hygiene of the voice
is correct breathing, All bands, constrictions, and
tight clothing must be removed from the waist and
chests There should be no obstruction to the natural
movements of the body.

Correct breathing is the next important thing,
There is only one right way to breathe, and that is
nature's way, Watch a littie child and see. Notice
the muscles it uses when it cries. The entire front of
the body moves forward, and there is also a lateral
movernient. Ininspiration the abdominal muscles ure
perfectly passive, but they are active in cxpiratign,
When one is talking abeve his natural tone to an
audience in doors or out of doors, the lungs should be
well filled with air before each long sentence. Then
when the diaphragm slowly relaxesand the abdominal
muscles contract, the words spoken or sung simply
float out easily upon the air, and with but little effort.
If one speaks or sings correctly, the strain is all put
upon large muscle and the throat is left free and re-
laxed. The threat should not feel tired.

Speaking or singing from the throat not only pro-
duces an irritating tone, but also a chronic state of
irritation of the larynx and pharynx, and one in time
loses his voice,

The power and strength of the voice can be in.
creased as one increases his lung capacity and the
strength of the respiratory muscles.

It is a bad practise to sing out ol doors in the cool,
damp of evening, and if it is necessary to speak to a
crowd under such circumstances care must be ex-
ercised in not raising the voice to a high pitch or in
any prolonged effort at speaking.

Tt is very important to breathe through the nose if
one wishes to retain a smooth and pleasant voice, and
the importance of this way of breathing can not be
teo much emphasized when the air is damyp, ladened
with dust, smeke and noxious gases. 1No mouth
breather can ever hope to have a musical voice,

Attention to diet is another important {factor in
maintaining a clear voice free from irritation, A diet
consisting of the free use of fruits, cereals and nuts
is beyond all question the best one for singers or
public speakers., Abundance of refreshing sleep im-
parts a richness to the voice.

NE of my calis was upon asuffering woman, with-
out husband, neighbors, or friends to do or care
for her, Her room was very cold.

rats from eating them, I asked her who would care
for her the next day, and she said that God would nar
leave her. While waiting there we cooked some rice
and fruit. ‘Then we asked some neighbors to step in
occasionally until the nurse arrived.

To us, this was a beautful illusiration of trust.
Some may say these people have not sufficient mental
capacity to worry (would to God that we all had it less
developed), buk I am sure that she knew what it was
to suffer pain; and to lack food and friends, and yet
when free from vain, she was telling us how she had
sat up until two o'clock the night before, feasting on
gospel truths from a copy of the Signs, which one of
our sisters had handed to her as she noticed her rest-
ing a heavy basket on a door-step.

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The Art of Giving

HARITY is a much abused and misapplied term.

Loveinvariably leads to those
actions and efforts which are in the ﬁighést degree
calc(illated to better the condition of those who are in
need, : :

To pass a few pennies to the blind beggar or to
hand a cold lunch to the tramp at the back door can
not truly be called charity. While it is possible that
charity may lead to these things, they are to be con-
sidered as theresulis of charity, Inthis work we are
made God's stewards, He entrusts to our care vari-
ous talents and capabilities, Qur eternal future is
determined bci, the usc we make of this stewardship.

We are told that it is more blessed to give than to
receive, but we must not lose sight ol the fact that
much wisdom and discretion must be exercised in all

‘our giving, It is often the very worst thing that can

be done for a person to give him temporal assistance,
—money, ctc, Ior instance, it is very unwise to place
money in the hands of a drinking man, He will un-
doubtedly use it to precure more liquor. Thus you
become a partner with the saloon-keeper in his work,
For some time we have followed this plan in our
mission and rescue work, . Undet no circumstance do
we give money to those soliciting it. It is our aim te
supply their needs, If they are in want of food, we
give them something to cat; if itis clothes they need,
we furnish them. Care should be taken not to give
good:clothes to those who are likely to pawn them for
liquor. As a rule it is better to give second-hand
clothing to those with whom you are unacquainted.
Pray for Divine wisdom to direct you in the work of
giving. W, 8. &,

They often warn seamen of the dangers before them,
and risk their own lives in saving men whom they
never before have seen.  Men of éyery craft upon the
wave love the life-boat crew, and hail them as friends.
‘What the life-boat crew of our seacoast is to those
who follow the sea for any reason, the life-hoat crew of
our Saviour’s rescue service is to the perishing souls
about us on land and sea. We are to be even more

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Sidelight;s on Life Boat Crew Work

Moopy hasaptly said “Bungling Do-somethingism

. is better than faultless Do-nothingism.,” Too many

would-be soul-savers stand idly in the market-place

{or want of some one to come and tell- them just Zow

to begin, How much better to seek the Lord for
guidance, and step out by faith.

The schaol of Christ is a peripatetic achool of phil-
osophy. The students don't sit still and study words
and theories, They go about doing good and study
at the sameé time. ~In other words they learn to do
gospel work by doing it.

There is no standing still in the Christian life, In
this respect it is something like a bicycle—perfectly
safe as long as it ig in motion, but once bring it to a
stop, and the rider must gef off or sz off. The
moment you cease to work for other souls, that meo-
ment you have virtually withdrawn from Christ, your
name may still be on the church roll, but in the real
army of the Lord you are counted as a deserter,

There are too many long, sad faces among profess-
ing Christians. FEvery Lile Boat worker should feel
it a part of his duty to make the path to heaven bright
and attractive. The seripture’s teaching is very clcar
with reference to this matter, Paul writes: “Rejoice
in the Lord alway, and again I say, rejoice.” The
prophet writes : “Blessed 1s the people that know the
joyful sound.” Christ said: “ Thesc things have I
spoke unto you that your joy may be fuli,”

Do not feel discouraged because you are severely
. tempted; rather let it encourage you. The enemy
of souls makes his severest attacks on those whom
the Lord is calling ouf to do the greatest work for
Him. On the other hand, do not look lightly upon
these periods .of darkness that come over the soul,
Seek the Lord earnestly for light, fight manfully the
battle, and by faith lay hold of the victory.

Many workers become discouraged because they
fail to see results, These have not learned the secret
of abiding rest in Jesus. They forget that the battle
is the Lord's. Jesus is our commander-in-chiel, We
are soldiers fighting under the banner of the cross,
and victery is sure, But it hehooves us to put on the
whole armor of God, and strictly obey the orders from
headquarters, not only with reference to the actual
fighting but in everything pertaining to the campaign.
‘The Bible is our drill book. Let us master its con-
tents. It is also the sword of the Spirit; let us learn
to use it skilfully.

‘The success of the American arms in the late war
with Spain has been attributed, and rightly, too, no
doubt, to the skilfull work of the **man behind ‘the
gun.” Itis much the same in gospel worls. The suc-
cess of a Life Boat Crew depends upon the skill,
earnestness and zeal of each individual member.
And the results are most satisfactory when each mem-
ber is a sharp shooter,—takes accurate aim for his
man, and follows it up with more shots if the first
does not take effect.

Herein lies the weak point of many a Y. M. C. A,
and doubtless of some Life Boat Crews. The mem-
bers depend too much upon the organization, and teo
little upon their own Individual efforts. Brother
Smith wonders why the meetings are growing dry,
and the Crew is doing so little work, but forgets that
he himself has been neglecting the work of late,
The other members have simply followed suit, and
the result is that there is a poor showing for the Crew
as a whole, The remedy consists in a return to active,
faithful work on the part of each member; then the
Crew will awake, and%)souls will be rescued.
