There are 
a thousand Sabbath-keepers in Great Britain, all of 
whom must have realised some benefit from the 
health principles. Let us remember that grief-
stricken mothers are laying their little ones to rest 
beneath the sod for lack of the light God has given 
to us. Many others are afflicted with disease, who 
might be well and strong. 

Will not every reader of the WORKER bestir 
himself to take part in this work, by the circulation 
of our health journal ? Do as the wife of one of 
our ministers did the other day. Visit the people 
in your own street and neighbourhood, and invite 
them to take the paper. If you go from door to 
door with your heart brimful of love for humanity, 
you will have rich experiences, and you will want 
to go again. 

Go oat if 
it be for only a half hour. Missionary work thus 
accomplished in the midst of trying home oares and 
burdens, is fraught with the richest blessing.
