Canvassing, No. 7. 

ORDERING books for delivery requires care '  

and forethought. Upon blanks supplied for this 
purpose, the name of book, style of binding, and 
number required should be plainly stated. Par-
ticular care should be exercised to give the 
correct address. 

It is well to send in the order about ten days 
before the date of delivery, which allows time for 
the despatch of the goods. If any other supplies, 
such as tracts, report blanks, and order forms 
are needed, have them sent with the books. 

The weekly report required of the agents 
serves a useful purpose at the office of publica-
tion. The essential points to be recorded are 
the number of hours worked each day, the num 
ber of orders taken for the several styles 
binding, and the number of books 'delivered each 
week. If these items are noted down each even-
ing, it is little work to make out a report at the 
end of the week. By thus knowing how the. 
orders are running, it enables the Office to esti- 
mate how much stock to keep on hand, and to 
be prepared to fill orders promptly. Thus the _ 
canvasser is always able to secure books, and is 
never disappointed because of his failure to 
report.
