A. number of young 
ladies have enrolled for the pre-nurs-
ing course with the idea of complet-
ing their pre-nursing work in a sum-
mer and a winter term. 

As has been customary the last 
few years, classes are held in the 
afternoon and evening, allowing the 
students to work through the day and 
have the privilege of carrying even-
ing classes. 

The cool weather have been much 
enjoyed and has aided in the pro-
motion of scholarship and good feel-
ing.

In the upper division: 
Cost Accounting 	2 hrs. 
Budgeting 	 2hrs. 
Business Finance 	3 hrs. 
Money and Banking 	3 hrs. 
Provision has also been made for 

the training of secondary school 
teachers in commercial subjects. 
Courses will be given in: 

Methods of Teaching Commerce 
2 or 3 hrs. 

Practice Teaching in Commerce 
3 hrs. 

For students wishing only two years 
of training of the practical type, 
Union College has a curriculum lead-
ing to a diploma. This course of 
study has been enriched by the in-
clusion of the course : 

Office Training 	 4 hrs. 
It is designed to give training in the 

regular routines and techniques of of-
fice work, with special emphasis upon 
the types of work expected of steno-
graphers, secretaries, and bookkeepers 
in denominational conference and in-
stitutional offices. The course in busi-
ness English has been discontinued 
and in its stead students take Fresh-
man Composition. 

The regularly offered work in short-
hand and typwriting will be contin-
ued as usuel. 

It is believed that these offerings 
constitute as rich a program of teach-
ing in these fields as has ever been 
offered here, or as can be obtained 
in any of our Seventh-day Advent-
ist colleges.
