The literature of all ages pays tribute to Mother,
and the chronicles of all nations acknowledge their
debt to her.

Yes, she is the crown of
creation. Mother holds a unique position in the
family. It was Beecher who said, “When God
thought of Mother He must have laughed with
satisfaction, and framed it quickly—so rich, so deep,
so divine, so full of soul, power, and beauty was
the conception.”

Home is her kingdom. She fills the highest position
in the development of the human race. No one can
fill her place. Mother in her office holds the key

 What the world needs today more than anything
else, outside of the life of Christ, is the influence of
a godly mother.

It was
Edward Bok who said, “A stream cannot rise higher
than its source; and the source of human life is in
the mothers, just as truly spiritually as physically.”

She has the answer for every perplexing question
that arises in the mind of the child.

The word “Mother” stands for bravery and
courage and greatness. Mothers are always brave
when the safety of their children is at stake.

true greatness.

When we think of a godly mother, we think of
a strong faith, a life of sacrifice and a life of love,
for no %ove is like Mother’s love; for it is born in
sacrifice and it is never consumed.

When on the cross, Jesus in His dying hour
recognized that there was something in His mother
which caused her to stand by while all others fled.
The Scripture said, “When Jesus therefore saw
His mother . . . standing by.” He made provision
for her need, for he recognized in her the true
value of a mother.

Mothers in Israel today carry a responsibility that
no one else can carry. Their work and influence
mean much in developing future laborers for God’s
cause. Mothers, remember that God’s day of reward
will come. When the curtain is finally lifted and
eternity ushered in, the names of mothers in God’s
hall 6f fame will be seen, and all they have meant
to this wicked old world will be revealed. The
brightest crowns in heaven will be worn by godly
mothers. May the Lord bless our mothers.
