God may 
say to that one, 'This night thy soul shall be required 
of thee,' and through our neglect he may not be 
ready. In the great Judgment-day, how shall we 
render our account to God?"

"As you engage in this work, you have companions 
unseen by human eyes. Angels from the , heavenly 
courts stand by all who do God's service in minister-
ing to their fellow-men. And you have the co-opera-
tion of Christ Himself. He is the Restorer, and as 
you work under His supervision, you will see great 
results. Upon your faithfulness in this work, not only 
the well-being of others, but your own eternal destiny 
depends."

"The Lord desires that His word of grace shall be 
brought home to every soul. To a great degree this 
must be accomplished by personal labour. This was 
Christ's method. His work was largely made up of 
personal interviews. He had a faithful regard for  

the one-soul audience. Through that one soul the 
message was often extended to thousands.

"We shall individually be held responsible for do-
ing one jot less than we have the ability to do. The 
Lord measures with exactness every possibility for 
service. The unused capabilities are as much brought 
into account as are those that are improved. For all 
that we might become throught the right use of our 
talents God holds us responsible. We shall be judged 
according to what we ought to have done, but did 
not accomplish because we did not use our powers to 
glorify God."

"As the will of man co-operates with the will of 
God it becomes omnipotent. Whatever is to be done 
at His command, may be accomplished in His 
strength. All His biddings are enablings." Page 333_

The station is situated in quite a forest of trees 
which made a pleasant appearance as one approaches 
from the good running stream which forms one of 
the boundaries of the mission. 

We found Pastor and Mrs. Konigmacher hard at 
work in the school and it will be a happy day for them 
when Brother and Sister Wheeler arrive to take some 
of the burdens off their hands. 

As we visited the school, and heard the scholars 
recite the Scriptures they had memorised, and their 
lessons, it was quite evident that good hard faithful 
work had been put into the school. There must 
have been about 140 in attendance and all evinced a 
great desire for study. 

Three meetings a day were conducted, the chief 
burden of which were carried by Pastor Beddoe 
After one meeting, when the call was made to remove 
all ornaments, quite a large pile was handed in and 
we could not find a single person wearing either a 
bead or bracelet at the next meeting. Many took 
their stand for the first time, and on Friday thirty-
five souls were buried with their Lord in baptism. 
One of these was a young man, upon whom disease 
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had made such inroads that he was unable to walk, 
and was brought to the stream in a machilla and bap-
tised while sitting in a chair. This made an impres-
sive sight and one that will be long remembered by 
all who saw it. 

The work at this station is onward and the courage 
of the workers is good. Pray that the Lord will 
'continue to add His blessing to it.

After the meet-
ing, the boys and girls brought a plate full of orna-
ments which must have cost them more than they 
had ever expected to give to Jesus. 

On Sabbath the space around the desk was crowded 
with those who wanted to get right with God and 
their fellow men. There were 237 out to service and 
thirty-five went forward in baptism. A lame man, 
in the nearby village, who had learned to read the 
Bible for himself, gave up his evil habits and took his 
stand openly before the many who had congregated 
to see the service. He was carried over to the mis-
sion in a machilla, and later was transferred from 
the machilla to a chair in which he was baptised by 
the writer and Elder Beddoe. 

The most wonderful part of the services was the 
power of the Spirit to cause raw heathen to give up 
their bodily ornaments, for some of our out school 
girls, just in for the service, took off their bracelets 
and brought them to us. Surely, it does not require 
time for God to work, but He does want a clear chan-
nel. Pray for the workers that we may not stop 
up the channel, but that God may yet do greater 
things to the honour of His Name.
