Some things cannot be put in tables of statistics, You can-
not tabulate loneliness, or show the cutve of hope deferred which
makes the heart sick. Yet these are the things which make the
difference between the shedding of ink and the shedding of
blood for the Kingdom. The end of the survey is only "the

- beginning of the missionary enterprise. Evangelism is necessarily
individual. t is the individual we must love and under-
stand and win for Christ. What we need, therefore, is a survey
in spiritual terms, not a counting of heads, but an estimate of
thought and  emotions and will. Dynamics are far more im-
portant than statistics. This is true of both sides of the line of
our spiritual conflict. David Livingstone cannot be represented
by a dot on the map of Africa, nor can a spot of red stand
for the Mahdi who changed the whole history of the Sudan
with his baptism of blood and fire. One man with God is a
majority.
