THE WAGES OF SIN

Justice demands that when punishment is inflicted

upon a criminal, it should be in proportion tothe
off:nse.  This ru’e has not always beea followed in
dealing with crimthals, but in many instances capf-
tal punishment- has been inflicted for really petty
offens=s in some:0f the most civilized nations of the
earth, and that'nbt'so many years ago. But there
is one kind of offense that shculd never be dedlt with
by any civil goverament, and that offense is sin. '
- The Bihté says that the wages of sin”i§' death.
Whethet death s‘lou}d'be considered as a penalty,
or as a natural corxsequance is a' point’ that-we will
not sto to consxder in this connection, as'it is all
the - same to our arﬂrument whichever position is
taken, We shall speak of it as a penalty, and if
any are disposed to question it, we shall’ not” enter
into-an argument upon the subject with them,

He only who understands the nature of an offénse
is qualified to say what punishment is in proportion
to that offense. An earthly judgé may be ablé to

make a distinction between ordinary crimes, and to
apply a penalty in proportion to the distinction
which hi has made. But when it comes to sm
therz is no earth]) judge who is quallﬁed to under-
stand the ‘nature of it, and therefore he would be
disqualified from pronouncing a penalty against sin,

When the statement is made that the wages of
sin is déath, no d'stinction is made between greater
and lesser sins, Sin, however it may be regarded
by us, whether as little or great, has but one penalty
attached, and’ that penalty is death; but there is no
human power on the earth that would be justified'in
pronouncing the death penalty, for every sin. Even
if they would be justified in pronouncing the death
penalty for any sin at all, they certainly would not
be justified in inflicting the death penalty for every
sin that may be committed; yef the wages of sin is
death !*7 " : ’

But even' the fear of death'which God has pro-
nounced as-the wages of sin, is not sufficient to pre-
vent men from’'committing sin. How then ean it
be expected that the saine penaliy threatened by a
man, can have the effect to change the sinner’s heart,
and” thus prévent him from sinning. Bat if the
death penalty is not sufficient to restrain men from
sinning, surely ailess penalty:would have no effect
upon them ;-and therefore neither the death penalty,
nor an)"other penalty of any character whatsoever,
should ever be inflicted upon-any man by any: other

" man, or by any association.of men, as a punishment

for $in.. .When the government has dealt with
crimina's as they should be dealt.with, its work is
done Smners s‘:ould be left for God alone to deal
