Y o u r application  for reduced fares for persons at- 
e n d in g  the above m eeting has been referred to me. 
L in es in this A ssociation  in the territory east of 
and inclu d ing Port A rthur, Sault Ste. M arie, and 
the S t. C la ir  and D etro it R ivers, in C an ada, w ill 
nam e reduced fares on the certificate plan for this 
m eeting. 1

Persons attending must purchase first-class, full

fare one-way tickets (fare for w hich must not be less 
than 50 cents) to place o f m eeting and secure certif- 
cate to that effect on Standard C ertificate form. 
Secretary of the m eeting must fill in on Certificate 
a ll particulars as required, certifying, over his per­
sonal signature, that the person named on the 
certificate attended the m eeting, and stating there­
on that the required number o f persons have paid 
fare com ing to the m eeting and hold Standard C e r ­
tificates to that effect.

the return journey w ill be issued as follow s :

I f  Secretary certifies that 49 or less are in atten d­
ance hold ing Certificates o f the Standard form or 
round trip tickets (sold at one-way first-class fare or 
more) they w ill be returned at two-thirds of the low ­
est regular one-way first-class fare.

I f  Secretary certifies that ¡0  or more are in at­
tendance holding properly receipted Certificates of 
the Standard form or round trip tickets (sold at on e­
w ay first-class fare or more) they w ill be returned to 
their original starting point at one-third o f the 
low est one-way first-class fare.

T o  defray expenses o f Special A gen t provided fcr 
the purpose o f viseing certificates, the Special A gen t 
at the time of validation w ill collect from the holder 
o f each certificate a fee o f 25 cents.

O ne-w ay tickets and Standard C ertificates w ill be 
issued as above from Septem ber 5 to 14, inclusive, 
and certificates w ill be honored for tickets for return 
journey until Septem ber 20.
