A  Call to Faithfulness in Tithes

9 h o u ld  b e  finding their way into all the 
places where the minds o f  men are agi­
tated over the question o f Sunday 
legislation and teaching religion in the 
public schools. It is the neglect o f 
Seventh-day Adventists to improve 
these providential opportunities that is 
hindering the advancement of the 
cause.

The Lord has made us His stew­
ards. He has placed His means in our 
hands for faithful distribution. He 
asks us to render to Him His own. 
He has reserved the tithe as His sacred 
portion, to be used in sending the gos­
pel to all parts o f the world. My 
brethren and sisters, confess and for­
sake your selfishness, and bring to the 
Lord your gifts and offerings. Bring 
Him also the tithe that you have with­
held. Come, confessing your neglect. 
Prove the Lord, as He 'has invited you 
to do.

Instruction has been given me that 
there is a withholding o f the tithe that 
should be faithfully brought into the 
Lord’s treasury. The work o f evange­
lizing the world has been greatly hin­
dered by personal selfishness. Money is 
needed in order that the work to be done 
all over the world may be carried for­
ward. Thousands upon thousands are 
perishing in sin, and a ' lack o f means 
is hindering the proclamation o f  the 
truth that is to be carried to all nations, 
kindreds, tongues, and peoples. There 
are many in our world who are long­
ing to hear the word o f life. But how 
can they hear without a preacher?

Let every un­
necessary expense be cut down. Let 
every family bring their tithes and o f ­
ferings to the Lord. Perfection o f  
character can not possibly be. attained 
without self-sacrifice.

Never was there a more important 
time in the history o f  our work than 
the present. The message o f the third 
chapter o f Malaohi comes to us, hold­
ing up before us the need o f  honesty 
in our relations to the Lord and His 
work. My brethren, the money that 
you use to buy and sell and get gain 
will be a curse to you if  you withhold 
from the Lord that which is His. 
Christ gave Himself willingly and 
cheerfully. In view o f all that He has 
done, should we feel it a hardship to 
deny self? His death ought to stir 
every fiber o f our beings, making us 
willing to consecrate to His work all 
that we have and are. Can we behold 
the divine condescension, the suffering 
endured by the Son o f God, without be­
ing filled with a desire to be allowed to 
sacrifice something for Him ? He left 
His heavenly home to seek for us. 
Shall we not reveal in our lives His 
divine tenderness and compassion? I f  
workers in the mission fields could have 
the means that is used in expensive 
furnishings and in personal adorn­
ment, the triumphs o f  the cross o f 
Christ would be greatly extended.

Would you make your property se­
cure? Place it in the hand that bears 
the nail-print o f  the crucifixion. Re­
tain it in your possession, and it will be 
to your eternal loss. Give it to God, 
and from that moment it bears His in­
scription. It is sealed with His immu­
tability.

Our Campmeetings
An excellent campmeeting was held 

in the Wyoming Conference, which has 
been reported in the O u t l o o k , also a 
local campmeeting in southwestern 
Nebraska. Much o f the Lord’s blessing 
and presence has been experienced at 
these gatherings.

W e will soon be in the midst o f our 
later campmeetings in the Central 
Union Conference. It may be o f profit 
to the readers o f the O u t l o o k  to take 
a brief retrospective view o f our camp­
meeting work and o f similar experi­
ences o f  God’s people in by-gone ages.

Anciently, God’s people were directed 
to leave their homes three times every 
year, and repair to the place o f  gen­
eral assembly. They were surrounded 
by fierce, warlike tribes, who were 
ready and eager to seize upon their 
lands, but while the Israelites went up 
to worship Jehovah, divine providence 
placed a restraint upon their enemies. 
God’s promise was, “ I will cast out the 
nations before thee, and enlarge thy 
borders; neither shall any man desire 
thy land, when thou shalt go up to 
appear before the Lord thy God thrice 
in the year.”

The shepherds from their flocks, the 
herdsmen from the mountains, the fish­
ers from the Sea o f Galilee, the hus­
bandmen from the fields, and the sons 
o f the prophets from the sacred schools, 
— all turned their steps to the place

where God’s presence was revealed.
At these yearly gatherings the hearts 

o f  old and young would be encouraged 
in the service o f God, while the asso­
ciation o f  the people from the different 
quarters o f  the land would strengthen 
the ties that bound them to God and to 
one another.

With those who lived at a distance, 
more than a month o f  every year must 
have been occupied in attending the 
annual feasts. This example o f devo­
tion to God should emphasize the im­
portance o f religious worship, and the 
necessity o f subordinating our selfish, 
worldly interests to those that are spir­
itual and eternal.

The sermon o f  the great Teacher, 
which was recorded for the benefit o f 
all mankind, and which has been stud­
ied for nearly two thousand years, was 
spoken to a multitude o f eager listeners 
assembled upon a mountain side. Much 
o f the Saviour’s teaching was by the 
lake, on a mountainside, or in the fields 
and groves.

From the days o f Wesley and White- 
field, open-air gatherings for religious 
worship have been popular. No place 
is better calculated to awaken feelings 
o f  reverence for the Creator than in 
those temples which His own hands 
have made, where we may have the 
green grass for a carpet and the blue 
sky for a dome.

A  little more than forty years ago, 
the first campmeeting was held by 
Seventh-day Adventists, in the state o f 
Michigan. This has since been recog­
nized as one o f the most successful 
means o f  reaching large numbers, o f 
people with the message, and also for 
unifying and building up the work 
among our own people. The camp­
meeting season now covers the entire 
year, and these gatherings are held not 
only in nearly every state in the United 
States, but in many other countries.

Are we making the most o f these op­
portunities? Are we doing all in our 
power to make our campmeetings all 
that the Lord designs they shall be? 
Here is a word from the Spirit o f 
Prophecy, written many years a g o :—

“I have been shown that some o f our 
campmeetings are far from being what 
the Lord designed they should be. The 
people come unprepared for the visita­
tion o f God’s Holy Spirit............

“While preparing for the meeting, 
each individual should closely and crit­
ically examine his own heart before 
God. I f  there have been unpleasant 
feelings, discord, or strife in families, 
it should be one o f  the first acts o f 
preparation to confess these faults one
to another Here is a work for
families to engage in before coming to
our holy convocations............

“ The same work o f humiliation and 
heart-searching should also go on in the 
church, so that all differences and alien­
ations among brethren may be laid 
aside before appearing before the Lord
at these annual gatherings I have
been shown that for want o f  this prep- 
ration these yearly meetings have ac­

complished but little. The ministers are 
seldom prepared to labor for G od... 
. . . . I  looked to see the humility o f  soul 
that should ever sit as a fitting garment 
upon our ministers, but it was not upon 
them. I looked for the deep love for 
souls that the Master said they should 
possess, but they had it not. I listened 
for the earnest prayers offered with 
tears and anguish o f soul because o f  
the impenitent and unbelieving in their 
own homes and in the church, but 
heard them not. I listened for the ap­
peals made in the demonstration o f  the 
Spirit, but these were missing. I 
looked for the burden-bearers, who in 
such a time as this should be weeping 
between the porch and the altar, cry­
ing, Spare thy people, Lord, and give 
not thine heritage to reproach; but I 
heard no such supplications.”

Brethren of the ministry, these are 
solemn words. Is it not time for us to 
seek God as never before? Does not 
a large share o f  the responsibility for 
our present backslidden condition as a 
people rest with us? “ Like priest, like 
people.”

The Sabbath, or Soul Rest
M r s . L. V . R o b in s o n  

(1) What is the only thing that can 
keep the soul from enjoying the Sab­
bath rest? Heb. 3:18, 19.

Note.— A simple illustration will make 
this point plain. The bed is our phys­
ical resting-place, and as long as we 
have perfect confidence in it we can 
rest our whole weight upon it; but 
should it break down beneath us a few 
times, we would lose faith and confi­
dence in it, and hence could not rest. 
The soul’s resting-place is God. When 
we believe Him implicitly, the soul en­
ters into His rest. Heb. 4 : 3. He 
never has, nor can He, ever fail us. 
Dear clinging soul, why not enter in? 
You can then sing from the heart, “ I 
was clinging, now  I ’m resting, sweetly 
resting at the cross.”

(2 ) What exhortation is given us' in 
Heb. 4 :1 ?

(3) W hy did not the preaching of 
the gospel profit the Jews? Verse 2.

(4) When was God’s rest prepared, 
and what is it? Verses 3, 4.

Note.—The Sabbath rest includes 
soul rest, without which there can be 
no true Sabbath-keeping. God’s rest 
was prepared for us at the close o f  
creation week, but the oath o f  God says 
that no one can enter into it unless he 
believes.

(5) Because the Jews did not accept 
God’s rest, did He refuse to offer it to 
others? Verses 6, 7.
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Note.— God’s rest was so precious 
that “ some must enter therein.” Where­
fore He limits another day o f salva­
tion and offers it to the Gentiles. So, 
while it is called “ to-day” all may come 
and find this rest, but let us remember 
that the “ to-day” is “ limited,” and that 
we are now nearing its close.

(6) W ould this day o f salvation 
have been a limited day to the Jews 
had they entered into the rest? Verse 
8 ; Ps. 81: 13-15.

Note.— Had the Jews received the 
rest, their time would “ have endured 
forever.”  Through them God would 
have given His rest to the Gentiles, and 
hence would not “have spoken o f an­
other day o f salvation.”

(7 ) W hat still remains? Verse 9. 
See marginal reading.

(8 ) W hat must the individual do be­
fore he can enter into God’s rest—this 
soul rest? Verse 10.

(9 ) W hat are our own works, from 
which we must cease before we can 
enter into God’s rest? Gal. 5:19-21.

Note.— T o  cease from our own 
works means to cease from sin. Sin 
brought unrest into the world, and so 
marred the finished work o f creation 
that it all has to be done over again. 
Christ came to do away with sin, that 
God’s rest might be restored.

(10) What were the last words o f 
Christ on the cross? John 19:30.

(11) What was finished? John 17 :4 ; 
Dan. 9 :24.

Note.—Christ gathered up all the sins 
o f  humanity, as it were, and bore them 
in His own body on the cross, and thus 
“brought in everlasting righteousness,” 
making it possible for us to cease from 
sin and to have His righteousness, and 
thus enter into His rest.

(12) What is positive proof o f the 
finished work o f sin? James 1:15.

(13) T o  what then did Christ die? 
Rom. 6 :9 , 10.

(14) Upon what day o f  the week did 
He die? Luke 23 : 52-54.

(15) Upon what day did He rest 
from the finished work o f redemption— 
re-creation ?

(16) What day then became the sign 
o f  the finished work o f sin, or o f re­
demption, or sanctification? Luke
23 : 54-56; Eze. 20: 12.

(17) When Christ died on the cross, 
who died, and what was the result?
Rom. 6 :6 , 7.

(18) What are we now to do? Rom. 
6 : 11.

Note.— True Sabbath-keeping enters 
into every act o f life on every day o f
the week. I f  we sin on any day, we
have broken the Sabbath rest—the rest 
o f  soul— and we can not keep the Sab­
bath day until that sin is repented o f 
and forgiven and the soul rest restored. 
Let us “ remember the Sabbath-day to 
keep it holy.”

Youth’s Threefold Message
The world owes no man a living. 

Life gives to every one far more than 
he gives in return— far more than he 
can give. In his helpless infancy man 
is fed, clothed, and loved. In his child­
hood these same kind ministrations are 
continued, and there is, moreover, set 
before him a path o f  usefulness in this 
life, the way o f  righteousness, leading 
into an eternity o f boundless happiness 
and endless growth. Through the un­
speakable love o f  his God, he may be­
come His child, and a joint heir with 
Christ, his Saviour.

Because o f  youth’s possibilities, they 
are greatly in debt. It is a threefold 
debt which they owe to their God, to 
their parents, and to themselves. They 
are required to give heed to every pos­
sibility o f  their lives for good, and to 
develop every righteous power o f their 
beings to its fullest capacity. It is 
required o f them that they enter into 
a life o f  service for others. They are 
to learn that happiness comes by serv­
ing. A  recognition o f this indebted­
ness and a determination to discharge 
it begets within them a spirit o f vig­
orous, living resolution, which makes 
them a power in every good work.

God is engaged in the work o f  dem­
onstrating to the universe and for all 
eternity that He is love. In this dem­
onstration He uses those who have de­
spised His love. He serves those who 
have refused to serve Him. He deliv­
ers them from bondage into freedom, 
but only when they enter into partner­
ship with Him in His work o f love— 
when they recognize that they must love 
their fellowmen as God loves them, 
and that as God serves them to the 
end o f  their salvation, so must they 
serve others to the end o f  their salva­
tion.

When young people can be brought 
to see this obligation to God, they have 
given them one o f  the strongest and 
purest incentives to acquire a thorough 
training o f mind. Youth’s debt to God 
is o f  highest and prime importance in 
bringing them to feel the need o f an 
education. Next to it is their obligation 
to their parents, who have nourished 
and loved them all the days o f  their 
lives. These parents have a just right 
to an honest pride in what their chil­
dren may accomplish in life. Parents 
whose children seek for the highest de­
velopment o f all their abilities for good 
have given them one o f  life’ s most en­
during satisfactions, and the boy or 
girl who disregards his or her duty to 
give to parents this peace which is next 
that o f  Heaven’s, sorely lacks an ap­
preciation o f  one o f  life ’s greatest re­
sponsibilities.

The debt which young people owe 
themselves to secure an education is 
only relatively less than that which 
they owe their God and their parents. 
The very fact that they have been 
given a being and life demands that 
they make a wise use o f it. And this 
demand is imperative, and would hold 
even though such a use o f  their life 
did not lead to present happiness. It is 
only when men enter into work from 
a sense o f duty rather than from 
a sense o f its rewards that they enter 
into life and living. But they who rec­
ognize their duty to secure the highest 
and best powers o f mind and heart are 
they who enter into the ways o f happi­
ness. Toil has its imaiediate as well 
as its ultimate reward. The very e f­
fort pays high returns even while it 
is being made.

The Good Book admonishes us to 
“ owe no man anything,” and this 
scripture is o f  broad interpretation, and 
involves the very question we are dis­
cussing. God has never given us a 
debt which we can not pay. W e some­
times, in our blindness, assume debts 
o f  a temporal nature that would crush 
us, but this debt o f  education, with its 
threefold nature, we may pay, and we 
do pay when we resolutely undertake 
and pursue courses o f  study and work 
which prepare us for more efficient 
service. Young man, young woman, 
pay what thou owest.

The “ Ministry o f Healing”  campaign 

has occupied the attention o f our people 
this past winter and spring, and a good 
beginning in this’ work has been made. 
Four hundred and eighty-five orders 
have been received, aggregating 2,700 
copies o f  the book. Our field work­
ers have given much valuable and 
efficient help in starting the work in 
visited with especial reference to this 
work, and much correspondence has 
been carried on in connection with it. 
As a last effort to bring the needs of 
this work before our people before the 
busy season set in, a circular letter was 
sent to about 800 o f  the families in our 
conference. In response to this we re­
ceived forty-nine orders for 330 books; 
the different places where they have 
forty-four more responses from those 
who already had books or hoped to or ­
der soon, who wrote to let us know 
that their hearts were with us in this 
movement, and that they were praying

for its success; five more responses 
from those who could not use any 
books, but sent $39.15 in cash to help 
the good work along. W e thank the 
Lord for a willing-hearted people.

The Foreign Missions Investment 
Fund, proceeds from which will this 
fall be turned on the $300,000 Fund, is 
prospering well in our conference. 
Five hundred and twenty-three have 
signed the blanks, many o f the in­
vestments being for from one to five 
acres o f grain, and other good, substan­
tial things that w ill materially swell this 
fund. Last year, $2,256.57 was received 
from this source, and more than a 
quarter as much has come in this year, 
though the large part o f  this fund is 
never paid till fall, after the crops are 
gathered.

Although the College View church 
gave over $2,300 for the $300,000 Fund 
last year, a service was held on a recent 
Sabbath bringing this matter to their 
attention again, and nearly $500 more 
was given in cash and pledges for this 
work.
