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Report From Russia
Jolm  Perk 

“ O Israel, trust thou in the L o rd : 
H e is thy  help and thy shield.” Ps. 
115: 9. Such hope and such help our 
Sister Agatha, who came to the 
knowledge of the tru th  in the city 
o f Kiew had the privilege to exper­
ience. This sister wrote a few letters 
to her acquaintances and friends in 
her home village, which is about two 
hundred werst (two hundred miles) 
from  Kiew. These people recieved the 
W ord of God with joy. But they were 
not satisfied; they wanted to receive 
still more light about this truth. Then 
the sister sent our Russian paper 
“M aslina” and a few tracts, which 
they received with joyful hearts and 
studied with diligence.

This sister had the opportunity  to 
visit these people personally, and a 
few of them decided to follow the 
Lord in baptism. But as this could

not be done without danger in the 
village in which they lived, they de­
cided to go to the city of Kiew fo r 
this purpose, and I  had the privilege 
to receive them by baptism. They 
returned to their home joyfully  and 
began to scatter this precious truth. 
W ithout the assistance of a  minister, 
several others followed their example 
so th a t finally a company of thirteen 
members was formed.

B ut the police of the village be­
came very angry and stirred up the 
people so tha t the whole village was 
thrown into commotion. The police 
brought accusation against the sister, 
and another sister and two brothers 
who had become believers through her 
efforts. This accusation was signed 
by several witnesses in  which i t  was 
alleged tha t the sister had spoken 

' against the government. The fine for 
such an offense could not be less than 
one year imprisonment. On Febru­
ary 12 they were summoned before 
the court. One of the sisters asked 
whether she should engage a lawyer, 
and I  answered that she should take 
the Lord fo r her advocate and pu t 
her trust in Him, tha t H e would guide 
in this m atter safely. A rriving at 
the court, the Court-Pristow told 
them tha t if  they would go back to 
their form er faith  and their form er 
church, the m atter would be dropped 
a t once. But our brethren and sis­
ters said, “W e cannot, afte r having 
received the knowledge of the tru th , 
worship other gods but only the one 
true God.” Then they were asked 
whether they had an attorney. There­
upon they said they trusted  in the 
Lord.

Suddenly a gentleman stepped up 
before the court and offered himself 
to represent these brethren and sis­
ters. They had not seen this attorney

before, but they belived he was sent 
them by the Lord, and this was 
proved in a few minutes. The heavy 
accusations were read, namely, that 
they had made propaganda against 
the government. (In  Russia any a t­
tem pt to teach people the true gos­
pel is considered an offence against 
the government.) The judge also 
read an accusation of a Russian min­
ister o f Kiew, alleging th a t they did 
not believe in the life beyond or the 
resurrection. Then the attorney arose 
and asked the judge to please open 
the pam phlet on “The Second Com­
ing of Christ,” and John 14:1-3 was 
also read aloud. This tria l lasted 
fully an hour, and at last the judge 
said that if  the m inister were only 
present he could prove that the Ad­
ventists believed in ' a resurrection. 
The attorney had plead the cause of 
the accused so well tha t the sister 
was acquitted and the other received 
a very mild prison sentence of two 
weeks. Later the sister offered the 

gentleman who had defended her so

One of the sisters referred to.
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ably, ten rubles, but be declined to 
take it. The police was very angry 
when he learned that she had been 
released without punishment.

Nine other souls have since desired 
baptism. The name of the village is 
Grigorowska. Brother H ontai visited 
this company a little later on, and 
was imprisoned at once on order of 
the angry priest. Two days later, 
he was tried, acquitted, and had the 
privilege of preaching several ser­
mons.

Similar expressions of anger on the 
p a r t of the priests are seen quite of­
ten. The dragon is angry. H e is 
w arring with all his might, because 
he knows he has but a little time. 
But God gives H is people the victory, 
and we thank Him fo r it. I  enclose

a photograph of one of the sisters and 
also of one of the brothers. The 
photograph of the other sister I could 
not get. I can only say of her that 
she served two weeks in pi'ison, and 
in a very damp cell contracted a very 
hard cold and is now very sick in 
her home.

A t the very dawning of the day in 
the great second advent movement, 
the early pioneers caught the inspi­
ration from the above passage of 
scripture to display the newly found 
light upon the prophetic portions of 
the Bible, by means of pictorial 
charts. The earlier and later editions 
of the 1843-44 chart was the result 
of this conviction, and thousands of 
believers in the message to-day can 
date their earliest impressions of this 
tru th  from the time when they first 
heard the explanation of the prophe­
tic symbols of Daniel and the Reve­
lation, as portrayed upon tha t chart.

D uring the first half century of 
this movement the work was carried 
forw ard largely in the more rural 
portions of this and other countries. 
D uring those earlier years of the 
message, when there were not so 
many striking and startling  things in 
the world to capture the attention of 
the people, the old prophetic chart 
served the needs of the denomination 
well. But as times became more 
strenuous and the agencies more nu­
merous and intense for drawing the 
minds of the people away from the 
things of God and from the simplic­
ity  o f His word, and as efforts were 
made to reach the masses everywhere, 
there was felt by many of our min­
isters the need of having our pro­
phetic charts displayed in a some­
what more spectacular manner. Sev­
eral attem pts have been made along 
this line, some of which have been 
on such an elaborate scale as to make 
their use impracticable, except under 
certain special circumstances.

In  the spring' of 1909 the In te r­
national Publishing Association, of 
College View, Nebraska, published a 
complete set of charts, twenty-three

in number, covering the entire 
field of symbolic prophecy. In  size 
these charts are 3 x  4 feet, printed 
in from six to eight colors, on cloth 
made especially fo r this set o f charts. 
They make the most elegant and 
striking display of anything in this 
line that has ever before been a t­
tempted.

A display rack was built to be used 
in connection with these charts, which, 
with the charts was folded in a wood­
en box about five feet in length and 
weighed .one hundred pounds. I t  is 
unanimously agreed by all tha t 
so fa r  as the execution of the charts 
is concerned that problem has already 
been solved by the In ternational P ub­
lishing Association, but the inconven­
ience of transporting a box five feet 
in length and weighing 100 lbs. was 
a barrier to their being used by 
many of our preachers.

A new device has now been a r­
ranged for displaying these charts, 
the entire outfit being packed in a 
light telescope, made of composition, 
the whole weighing only thirty-five 
pounds. The carrying case is fastened

with three straps, and has a leather 
handle, by means of which it is car­
ried with the same ease and comfort 
as is an ordinary suit case, and pres­
ents a neat appearance, as is shown 
in the accompanying illustration.

Notwithstanding all the improve­
ments in the manner of pu tting  up 
these charts, the publishers have been 
able to reduce the price of the com­
plete improved outfit to $30.00, the 
form er price having been $35.00. 
This has been made possible by the 
sale o f a  large number of sets of 
these charts during the past few 
years, by which the heavy initial cost 
of producing them has been met.
