Prohibition
A t  a  dinner celebrating the fourteenth 

anniversary of prohibition, given at the 
Central Presbyterian church, Denver, 
January 17, the Hon. W ayne C. W il­
liams gave a stirring report of his visit 
to Washington.

"T h e  cause of prohibition is facing the 
most serious situation it has faced during 
my lifetime,” said Mr. Williams. "This 
situation has been brought about by the 
indifference and lassitude of the drys. W e 
have failed to publish the fact that pro­
hibition has been a glorious success. W e 
have failed to support the law-enforce­
ment officers either by commendation 
when they performed their duties well or 
by condemnation when they failed to do 
their duty. W e  have failed to support our 
representatives in W ashington by writing 
them letters commending them when they 
have firmly stood for the dry cause or 
condemning them when they have failed 
to iproperly represent the people who sent 
them to Washington.

"T h e  most effective thing we can do 
now is to write our Senators and Repre­
sentatives, asking them to remember that 
while Colorado repealed its liquor con­
trol laws, she did not authorize them to 
vote for the repeal of the Eighteenth 
Amendment nor to vote to legalize beer. 
The wets are literally flooding W ashing­
ton with letters to their congressmen. 
One congressman said he had received 
over 500 letters from wets and only tw o  
from drys.

"W e  must write letters! In God’s name, 
write letters. A  letter written by some 
mother on plain cheap stationery will 
have more weight than a resolution writ­
ten on embossed stationery passed by 
this gathering here tonight, or a petition."

A Divine Promise Fulfilled
In  the November issue of the Far 

E astern  D ivision O utlook  the following 
interesting experience was given:

"H e has six children and you know 
what that means in these times. Their 
combined ages are eighty-one, Japanese 
count. He once held the throttle on a 
regular run of the Imperial Japanese Rail­
way. The position brought plenty and no 
worry about filling the children's rice 
bowls. But there were also temptations 
■and sins that are usually spoken of eu­
phemistically to cover their ugliness.

“Then the truth gripped the throttle 
of his heart and threw it into reverse. 
Ever since he has been a turned-about 
man— converted. He became a colporteur. 
He began with power to testify to the 
miracle of grace which had so marvel­
ously transformed his life from that of a 
debauchee to a child of God. But now 
there were new temptations. One of these 
was to withhold the tithe.

His book sales picked up 
immediately and his eldest son, who had 
been ill for some time, began to get 
strong at once.
