The Work Among The Colored People. 

To  MY BRETHREN AND SISTERS IN 
AMERICA :— 

We are thankful that the light of 
present truth has bPPn shining in the 
Southern States, and that a few lab-
orers in this field have been working 
wholeheartedly to communicate the  

truth to the colored people. Those who 
have not borne the burden of opening 
up the work among the colored peo-
ple, can know comparatively little of 
the trials, the prayers and the wrestl-
ing of those who have been pioneers 
in this work. 

In the face of the most trying cir-
cumstances, a good beginning has been 
made in this needy field. The Lord 
now calls upon us to come up to His 
help. Again and again He has placed 
before our people the needs of the work 
among the colored race, but there are 
many who have done very little to 
help. Prejudice has existed in  the 
minds of some against those who have 
been laboring far beyond their strength 
to carry forward this work. Those 
who have given -place to - unbelief and 
criticism are under the rebuke of God 
for every word they have spoken to 
discourage the workers, and to create 
prejudice against them. Doing nothing 
themselves, they have blocked the 
wheels, so that others could not ad-
vance. 

The Lord has put the seal of His 
approval on the work done among 
the colored people in the South. Mis-
takes have been made; but have not 
mistakes been made in every other mis-
sionary field? When you watch for 
mistakes, and put out your hand to 
discourage where God approves, you 
are working and talking against the 
Master. God is very much displeased 
with every one who has placed any 
hindrance in the way of the advance-
ment of the work for the colored peo-
ple. 

Some may think that the work in the 
Southern States is already receiving 
from the General Conference more than 
its share of attention, more than its pro-
portion of men and means. But if 
the South were not a neglected, needy 
field, if there were not a pressing ne-
cessity for more work to be done there 
in many different lines, why should the 
Lord keep the question constantly be-
fore His people as He has done for 
so many years? We must redeem the 
time. Without delay this long-neglect- 

ed field must be worked. 
Few realize the magnitude of the 

work that must be done among the 
colored people. In the South there are 
millions who have never heard the 
Third Angel's Message. These must 
be given the light of present truth. 
For the accomplishment of this,. the 
Lord has provided many agencies. Gos-' 
pel medical missionaries are to beIrain-
ed and sent throughout the land. Small 
sanitariums and well-equipped treat-
ment-rooms are to be established near 
the crowded centers: Colored evan-
gelists are to be educated and sent 
forth to proclaim the truth in its sim-
plicity to their own race. Canvassers 
are to carry the printed page into the 
homes of the people. An in order that 
this literature may result in good, the 
people are to be taught to read. How 
can they become intelligent Christians, 
unless first they. learn to read the Bible? 
Schools are to be established and main-
tained; churches are to be built. 
Throughout the South there are to be 
erected memorials for God and His 
truth. 

All this will require self-sacrificing 
effort on the part of our brethren and 
sisters in America. Those who live in 
the South can not bear the burden 
alone. We must lend them financial 
assistance. 

I present before you, my dear breth-
ren and sisters, the work among the 
colored people as the object of your 
liberality. The mission-schools, the 
training-school at Huntsville, the Nash-
ville Colored Sanitarium, the ministers 
and Bible workers devoting their time 
to the salvation of the colored peo-
ple,—all these and many other agen-
cies are in great need of funds. The 
work must go forward. Every penny 
that can be spared should be invest-
ed in the Lord's cause. Let us see if 
the November collection can not re-
sult in thousands of dollars flowing 
into the treasury. 

"God loveth a cheerful giver ;" and 
if we with grateful hearts bring our 
gifts and offerings to Him, "not grudg-
ingly or of necessity," His blessing will 
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attend us ; for He has promised, "I 
will open you,the windows of heaven, 
and pour you out a blessing." He will 
accept not only the gift, but the giver. 
And although it may have cost self-
denial on our part, the approval of 
conscience and the blessing of heaven 
will fill our hearts with happiness.

Some began to fear that God had at 
last left them to perish by the hand of 
the wicked. . 	. . Next came the 
multitude of the angry wicked, and next 
a mass of evil angels, hurrying on the 
wicked to slay the saints. . . . As 
the saints left the cities and villages, 
they were pursued by the wicked, who 
sought to slay them." 

Then, in view of the recent terrible 
calamities and disasters in the cities, 
how full of meaning are the following 
words : "The ungodly cities of our 
world are to be swept away by the 
besom of destruction. In the calami-
ties that are now befalling immense 
buildings and large portions of cities, 
God is showing us what will come up-
on the whole earth." Jeremiah's words, 
too, are applicable here : "I beheld, 
and lo, there was no man, and all the 
birds of the heavens were fled. I be-
held, and lo, the fruitful place was a 
wilderne'S's, and all the cities thereof 
were broken down at the presence of 
the Lord, and by His fierce anger. For 
thus hath the Lord said, The whole 
land shall be desolate."

Tho November Offering For The 

Colored Work In The South. 

At the recent meeting of the General 
Conference Committee, held in College 
View, Nebraska, Sabbath, November 5, 
was set apart for an offering in all our 
churches to assist in the colored work 
in the South. 

Seventy-five per cent. of the offer-
ing is to go to the Southern Union 
Conference, and twenty-five per cent., 
respectively, to the Southwestern Union 
and Virgina Conferences, in each of 
which there is a colored population. 

The Southern Union conference 
comprises nine States, with a popula-
tion of about 15,000,000. Of these, at 
least  8,000,000  are colored people. The 
church membership in this conference 
is 2,246—about equal to that of Ohio. 
Our brethren and sisters in the South 
can not support this work. They look 
to our churches in the North, for help. 
Over and over we have been urged 
to  provitle  facilities to hasten the work 
in the South, before the way is hedged 
up. 

Sabbath, November 5, will give each 
an opportunity to share in this work. 
The offerings should be sent by the 
church treasurers, without delay, to 
their conference treasurer. Isolated in-
dividuals or companies can send their 
donations direct to their State office, 
or, if more convenient, to the Mission 
Board, 222 North Capitol Street, Wash-
ington, D. C. 

Religion In The Home. 

Jehovah's instruction to His ancient 
people was very full and explicit con-
cerning the public worship in the sanc-
tuary, and it was also in the explicit 
concering the teaching of God's fear, 
God's truth, and God's providence in  

the home: "And these words which 
I command thee this day, shall be in 
thine heart; and thou shalt teach them 
diligently unto thy children, and shalt 
talk of them when thou sittest in thine 
house, and when thou walkest by the 
way, and when thou liest down, and 
when thou risest up. 	. 	. 	. 	. 	. 
And thou shalt write them upon the 
posts of thy house, and on thy gates." 
Deut. 6:6-g; see also verses 20-25. The 
solemn meaning of the feast of the 
passover was to be carefully explained 
in the home circle (Ex. 12:25-27; 13:8, 
14, 15,) as was also the significance of 
the twelve stones which were brought 
up from Jordan to Gilgal on the day 
that witnessed the wonderful passage 
of the nation through the angry waters 
into the land of promise. 

No man can measure the influence 
of the devout acknowledgment of God 
in the home. Those who go out from 
godly homes may for long years seem 
to forget the early instruction, but how 
often, perhaps under some peculiar cir-
cumstances, the recollection and the in-
fluence of the childhood home come:  
over the soul with overwhelming power, 
and the good seed so long buried yields 
its blessed fruitage. The following in-
cident well illustrates this truth:— 

"Some years ago an English gentle-
man visited America, and spent some 
days with a pious friend. He was a 
man of talents and accomplishments 
but an infidel. Four years afterwards 
he returned to the same house, a Chris-
tian. They wondered at the change, 
but little suspected when and where it 
had originated. He told them that, 
when he was present at their family 
worship, on the first evening of his 
former visit, and when, after the chap-
ter was read, they all knelt down to 
pray, his recollection of such scenes 
rushed on his memory, so that he did 
not hear a single word. But the oc-
currence made him think, and his 
thoughtfulness ended in his leaving the 
barren wilderness of infidelity and find-
ing a quiet rest in the salvation wrought 
out by Jesus Christ."
