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Fatherhood of God and Brotherhood of Man 

RECENTLY several questions have 
been asked me regarding the father-
hood of God and the brotherhood 
of man. I shall therefore attempt to 
place before you a few Bible texts 
and a few quotations from the Spirit 
of prophecy which, I trust, will help 
to elucidate the subject. 

The plural expression in the 
prayer which Jesus taught His dis-
ciples, so commonly referred to as 
the Lord's prayer, establishes the 
principle of one fatherhood of all 
God's children. The prayer is ad-
dressed to "our Father which art 
in heaven." Matt. 6:9. 

The two words, "our Father," 
speak in all innocent trustfulness, 
instinctive expectation, grateful ex-
panded prospect, of the vast family, 
of an ever-swelling brotherhood 
made one in Christ. Note the prayer 
of Jesus: "Neither pray I for these 
alone, but for them also which shall 
believe on Me through their word; 
that they all may be one; as Thou 
Father, art in Me, and I in Thee, 
that they all may be one in us: that 
the world may believe that Thou 
hast sent Me." John 17:20, 21. 

All believers in Christ have a com-
mon brotherhood. This is further 
emphasized by Jesus in the expres-
sion, "All ye are brethren" (Matt. 

I), which establishes equality 
aficl fraternity of the disciples of our 
Lord. When this doctrine is believed 
and practiced, there will be neither 
superiority nor inferiority of races 
'r nationalities among believers. 

The Word of Inspiration declares, 

BY THE EDITOR 

"God is no respecter of persons: but 
in every nation he that feareth Him, 
and worketh righteousness, is ac-
cepted of Him." Acts 10:34, 35. 
Our Lord Jesus Christ did not teach 
that God was the Father of one 
class, presumably the Jew, at the 
exclusion of other nationalities. In-
stead, when the individual of any 
race or nationality puts off the old 
man with his deeds and puts on the 
new man (Eph. 4:22, 24), this 
genuine conversion unites man with 
the "whole family" of God (Eph. 
3:15). In that new creation "there 
can be neither Greek nor Jew, cir-
cumcision nor uncircumcision, bar-
barian, Scythian, slave nor free man, 
but Christ is all and in all." Col. 
3:11, Weymouth. 

After the resurrection, Jesus, in 
talking with Mary at the sepulcher, 
said, "I ascend unto My Father, and 
your Father; and to My God, and 
your God." John 20:17. God is 
Father of Christ by nature, and of 
man by grace; notwithstanding, all 
men are, literally, "His offspring" 
(Acts 17:28), which fact means that 
God is Father of all men—Amer-
ican, German, Russian, Italian, Af-
rican, and Chinese by creation. But 
man, because of his sinful nature, 
has separated himself from the fam-
ily of heaven. God, however, has 
made provision for man that through 
the acceptance of Jesus he can come 
boldly to the throne of grace crying, 
"Abba, Father." Gal. 4:6. The two 
words, one Hebrew and the other 
Greek, are a fitting type of the union  

of all believers in Christ—"for which 
cause He is not ashamed to call 
them brethren." Heb. 2:11. This fact 
should produce equality and de-
mocracy in the church. 

The dearest conception in Chris-
tianity is the "fatherhood of God 
and the brotherhood of man." The 
servant of the Lord states, "We are 
one great brotherhood, and the wel-
fare of our fellow-men should be 
our great interest."—Testimonies, 
vol. 3, p. 209. 

"From age to age the Lord has 
been seeking to awaken in the souls 
of men a sense of their divine broth-
erhood."—Ministry of Healing, p. 
159. 

"In that age of caste, when the 
rights of men were often unrecog-
nized, Paul set forth the great truth 
of human brotherhood, declaring 
that God 'bath made of one blood 
all nations of men for to dwell on 
all the face of the earth.' In the 
sight of God, all are on an equality; 
and to the Creator every human be-
ing owes supreme allegiance."—Acts 
of the Apostles, p. 238 . 

"Christ recognized no distinction 
of nationality, or rank, or creed. The 
scribes and Pharisees desired to make 
a local and national benefit of the 
gifts of heaven, and to exclude the 
rest of God's family in the world. 
But Christ came to break down ev-
ery wall of partition. . . . The life 
of Christ established a religion in 
which there is no caste, a religion by 
which Jew and Gentile, free and 
bond, are linked in a common broth- 
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erhood, equal before God. No ques-
tion of policy influenced His move-
ments. He made no difference 
between neighbors and strangers, 
friends and enemies. That which ap-
pealed to His heart was a soul 
thirsting for the water of life. . . . 
Though he was a Jew, Jesus mingled 
freely with the Samaritans, setting 
at naught Pharisaic customs of his 
nation. In face of their prejudice he 
accepted the hospitality of this de-
spised people. He slept with them 
under their roofs, ate with them at 
their tables,—partaking of the food 
prepared and served by their hands, 
—taught in their streets, and treated 
them with the utmost kindness and 
courtesy."—Ministry of Healing, pp. 
25, 26. 

"Speaking to His disciples, the 
Saviour said, 'All ye are brethren.' 
God is our common Father, and 
each of us is our brother's keeper." 
—Review and Herald, Jan. 21, 1896. 

"Those who accept Christ as their 
personal Saviour are not left as 
orphans, to bear the trials of life 
alone. He receives them as mem-
bers of the heavenly family; He 
bids them call His Father their 
Father. . . . Adopted into the family 
of God, should we not honor our 
Father and our kindred?"—The De-
sire of Ages, p. 327. 

"Christ linked himself in brother-
hood to all nationalities. He made 
no distinction between the white 
race and the black race in His plan 
of salvation. He bought the meanest 
of humanity with an infinite price, 
and He notes when we leave the 
naked unclad, the poor unfed, the 
destitute unrelieved, the despised 
forsaken."—Review and Herald, 
Feb. 4, 1896. 

When our Lord Jesus came among 
men as the divine teacher, He cor-
rected the exclusive spirit of the 
Jews by blessing Roman centurions, 
Samaritan villagers, and Syrophe-
nician women; and commanded that 
His gospel should be preached to 
the whole world. After His ascension 
Jesus sent Paul far hence unto the 
Gentiles, called Cornelius into the 
fellowship of the redeemed, saved 
the eunuch of an African queen, 
and moved Paul to witness for the  

universal redeeming love of God in 
Athenian Agora, and before Roman 
tribunals. Paul adds in his letter to 
the Ephesians, "One God and 
Father of all, who is above all, and 
through all, and in you all." Eph. 
4:6. 

To me it is plain that the Lord's 
prayer and other references given 
recognize a universal brotherhood. 
"Have we not all one father? hath 
not one God created us?" Mal. 2:10. 

He who comes to God in prayer 
addressing Him as "our Father" con-
fesses at the outset that all men are 
created equal. The fatherhood of 
God overlaps all racial prejudices, 
all national boundaries, all narrow 
provincialisms, and all intolerant 
sectarianisms.

Market Street Church 
THE evangelistic and missionary 

work of Market Street Seventh-day 
Adventist church in Oakland, Cali-
fornia, has taken on new zeal during 
the past months.

Dressed in his native costume, 
Brother Thomas vividly told of the 
needs of his fatherland and related 
many hardships which had been 
encountered by the natives there. 
He finally assured the congregation 
that with the help of their Thir-
teenth Sabbath Offering a decided 
change was being realized. 

Market Street rallied to the call 
of the Signs of the Times campaign, 
and gave $111.75 in cash and 
pledges. In answer to the call for 
funds to help equip Riverside San-
itarium, $271.18 was collected. The 
Temperance and Religious Liberty 
Society, under the leadership of 
Brother Ridgeway, reported that sev-
enty members signed the pledge and 
donated sixty-four dollars. 

The home missionary society 
leader, Sister Maud Nash, and the 
secretary, Sister Abbie Richardson, 
along with others, have kept the 
distribution of Christian literature 
in this area constantly going. They 
have placed in offices and business 
places The Message Magazine, Signs 
of the Times, and other denomina-
tional periodicals. The colporteurs

Elder Nelson, our district leader, 
has been active in evangelistic work. 
As a result of his tent meetings held 
in neighboring towns, the Beacon

Sister Veva 
Knox, the Bible instructor, is carry-
ing on faithfully at her new post in 
Richmond. In the short life of the 
church thirteen persons have been 
baptized. Elder Nelson is now foster-
ing the Heralds of the Future, which 
is composed of students from Pacific 
Union College. These meetings are 
attracting numbers of Richmond 
people. Evangelist M. C. White is 
responsible for the inspiring lectures; 
and the junior choir of Market Street 
church, directed by Sister J. Orme, 
furnishes music for special occasions. 

The seating capacity of Market 
Street church is now inadequate for 
the large number attending the serv-
ices. Elder Nelson will announce 
plans for a building campaign in the 
near future.

be remembered as one of the most 
outstanding Sabbaths in the history 
of the Ephesus S.D.A. church.

A SHORT time ago we met this 
well-to-do Indian man at a store 
where we were shopping.

After passing the time of day, and 
inquiring about each other's fam-
ily, our friend solemnly said: 

"We don't see you at our reserva-
tion any more. Why don't you come 
out to visit me? I need someone to 
help me. I am hungry, and thirsty, 
and cold, and nobody comes to help 
me any more." 

Then looking me squarely in the 
face, he said: 

"You know what I mean. As you 
know, I have plenty to supply all 
my material needs. But doesn't the 
Bible you used to teach us from say 
something about feeding the hun-
gry, and giving drink to the thirsty, 
and clothing the naked? Doesn't 
that mean something more impor-
tant than physical food, drink, and 
clothing? Yes, I am hungry, and 
thirsty, and cold—and I need help." 

How vividly flashed into my mind 
the words of our Aster when He 
said, "I was hungry and you gave 
me food, I was thirsty and you gave 
me drink, I was a stranger and you 
welcomed me, I was naked and you 
clothed me."
