Al-
most every chair (280) _was taken 
on Saturday night which was the 
last night of the first week. We 
have every reason to believe this 
good attendance will grow as we 
enter the second week. 

There were more than sixty who 
came every night for the first seven 
nights. These people were award-
ed books for their faithful atttend-
ance. Pastor Guild's spirit is high. 
In one statement he said, "I am 
overwhelmed to see the response 
made by the audience to my ap-
peal every night."

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The Spread of the Gospel 
in Northern Thailand

On Sunday night, May 11, 1958 
the gospel of Christ was preached 
for the first time in the Buddhist 
town of Sarapee eight miles south 
of Chiengmei. When it was time 
for the music to begin, on that 
first night, there were only a few 
children, but they learned the 
choruses quickly and sang joyfully 
with the little pump organ and 
accordian. Soon the people began 
to arrive. Our hearts were made 
glad to see the crude hall filled 
and with standing room all taken. 
The attendance continued to be 
good all through the two-months' 
series of meetings. Between 200 
and 400 came each evening, except 
on the few nights that it rained 
hard and even then it was mainly 
the curiosity seekers who were 
kept away. 

Motion pictures were obtained 
from the USIS and shown each 
evening while every sermon was 
illustrated with slides and black 
light. Many came nightly who 
listened very intently. No doubt 
some were there out of mere curi-
osity, however. At the close of 
the series a number of books were 
awarded for faithful attendance. 
The thing that rejoiced our hearts 
the most was, when the call was 
made several stood to show their 
willingness to study more of the 
truth. 

Chalaw Artamapadung was mov-
ed to Sarapee to continue the 
Sabbath service started, and to 
foster the interest created. He is 
more than busy with Bible studies 
and in correcting Voice of Prop-
hecy lessons. We do pray that 
the Holy Spirit will water this 
seed which has been sown, and 
is being sown, so a great harvest 
will be reaped in this little village. 
One young man has requested 
baptism. He is already selling our 
books from door to door with good 
success. A chief who lives nearby 
has invited Brother Artamapadung 
to hold meetings-in his village each  

week. He has already given our 
worker a list of questions he would 
like to have answered. 

On Sabbath morning, June 21, 
there was a baptism conducted for 
a young man and a young lady in 
a little mountain pool at the foot 
of a waterfall. It was such a quiet 
and beautiful setting for this sacred 
service. Now these young folks 
are working for their friends. On 
August 23, another baptism, was 
held. This time there were three. 
One of these was a lady who was 
first contacted by her neighbors, 
new members themselves. She was 
enrolled in the Bible course and 
with personal labor was won to 
the message. The other two bap-
tisms represented a new dedication 
by two young people who requested 
rebaptism. 

In the large city of Chiengrai, 
near the Burma border, we have 
several Bible school interests.  

Recently Sopon Jaigur made a trip 
from Chiengmei to visit these stu-
dents. He was busy day and night 
holding meetings and answering 
their questions. Their neighbors 
came to listen in, too. We have 
sent the blind layman, Charoon, 
there to labor. He has visited 
several villages already and reports 
a number of interests in the mes-
sage. We hope to make a trip 
there soon and before long have s 
series of meetings leading to the 
establishing of a light for God in 
this place. 

Recently our corp of workers 
increased when Miss Urai, began 
her ministry as a Bible worker. 
She was the first person to be bap-
tized in Chiengmei. She is indeed 
an able Bible teacher. In this 
capacity she finds herself busy fol-
lowing up Voice of Prophecy in-
trests and in visiting. She will, be 
a great strength to our work where 
there is such a shortage of laborers.

Sister B. L. Ngo spoke on Christ-
ian Help Work, particularaly con-
cerning the newly organized Wel-
fare Center sponsored by our 
Singapore churches, while Pastor 
S. F. Chu dwelt on the blessings 
of giving Bible studies. Brother 
Chung Ket Shun, one of our active 
students in Form IV-A told of the 
wide field of service in literature 
distribution. 

It was inspiring to note the con-
gregation's fine response. In spite 
of inclement weather about 3:00 
p.m. over 4000 tracts and public 
effort announcements were called  

for from Brother Y. H. Cheah, 
our associate Home Missionary 
leader, who was in charge of sup-
plies. 

Would you consider four thou-
sand tracts in one day from a 
church with a membership of 265 
as being a figure to be proud of? 
Many of the volunteers to do this 
work were those who are not yet 
baptized. This city's population 
of one and one half million people 
must have the chance to know 
God's saving grace. We believe 
this distribution figure could be 
doubled in our next Home Visita-
tion Day if every member will 
plan to take part. 

During this year we have en-
couraged our members to observe 
the Morning Watch and to pursue 
the Bible Year. The Review and 
Herald Publishing Association kind-
ly donated our church 500 copies 
of the 1958 Morning Watch Cal-
endar. It has been a part of our 
plan too, to supply the members 
of the church with our denomina-
tional papers,—the Review, the 
Instructor, the Life and Health, 
the Junior Guide and the Go 
Magazine. Our own people need 
to read our own literature and thus 
learn to appreciate it themselves, 
or how can we expect them to 
become enthusiastic in passing 
these truth filled papers on to 
others? We wish to express our 
appreciation to the Malayan Signs 
Press and the Voice of Prophecy 
for free literature which we have 

received from them, from time to 
time, and also to our members who 
have turned their own papers in to 
us for free distribution. 

It is with pleasure we report the 
good work done in Harvest In-
gathering this year. While this 
phase of our work was sponsored 
by the College, as an institution 
rather than the Home Missionary 
Department of the church, yet, it 
was home missionary work of con-
siderable importance. Many friend-
ly contacts were made. No fewer 
than two thousand pieces of In-
gathering literature was put into 
the hands of the public of Singa-
pore. It is estimated that more 
than that many hours, of voluntary 
Christian service, were put in by 
about 750 students and workers. 
The cash returns of over $26,000 
Malayan dollars will no doubt 
bring added strength to the work 
in this city. 

Melvin Yeo and Chen Ket Shun 
have been conducting services at 
the Changi Prison for the past six 
months. One of the discharged 
inmates has now joined the College 
to prepare for a part in God's ser-
vice. 

James Yong, a ministerial stu-
dent has been conducting Bible 
studies on Sabbath mornings for 
non-Adventist students attending 
the College. We are glad to re-
port God has blessed his efforts. 
Quite a number attending have 
completed their Voice of Prophecy 
lessons under his guidance. 

Efforts have been made to place 
our Chinese Signs of the Times 
and English Signs of the Times in 
waiting rooms of dentists, doctors, 
barbers and other public places. 
Proprietors welcome our literature 
for their waiting rooms and there 
are hundreds of such places in 
Singapore. 

Indeed the work is great and 
more enthusiastic Volunteers are 
needed. Much can be accomplished 
if every member determines to do 
his part along some line of Home 
Missionary endeavor. 

Our Young People at 
Bagan Datoh

The humble church constructed 
of wood and located about a 
hundred yards from the town of 
Bagan Datoh, Lower Perak, Ma-
laya has for its members mostly, 
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MV's invested at Bagan Datoh with their leader Brother V Samuthram. 
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Indian brothers and sisters in our 
faith whose homeland is India. 
The pastor is brother V. Sam-
uthram a young man recently re-
turned to Malaya from our Spicer 
Memorial College, in Poona, where 
he received ministerial training. 
He has proved to be a real bless-
ing to the members in this place 
and especially to the youth of the 
church. 

Soon after his return from In-
dia he organized an MV Society. 
His enthusiasm in developing this 
phase of our work, and the honors 
displayed on the MV sash he wears 
really inspires the young men and 
women to become working Mis-
sionary Volunteers. He has worked 
with them for more than a year in 
leading out and developing the 
MV classes. Results have been 
obtained as is evidenced through 
their active work along this line 
and in their being led to a closer 
relationship with the Master. 

Teluk Anson is another town 
where we have a church for our 
Indian believers. Brother Sam-
uthram conducts services in this 
church each week, also, in the 
Telegu language. He cares for 
his flock in Bagan Datoh in the 
morning and in the afternoon this 
church in Telok Anson. He is 
assisted by his wife, who received 
training while they were in India, 
and his brother. 

Two of the young men from  

these churches are canvassing in 
towns near by. They hope to re-
ceive compensation enough to 
entitle them to scholarships for 
ministerial training in Spicer Col-
lege. 

Colporteur ministry among the 
Indians in Malaya is difficult. 
Most of the estate people, among 
whom they work, are poor people 
but these young men are persistent 
as they look forward to their ul-
timate goal. 

When I visited the Bagan Datoh 
church June 7 and 8, 1958 Mr. 
Samuthram was busy preparing the 
MV's for an investiture. This was 
to be the first one they had had 
for some time. Eight girls and 
boys received their Friend pins. 
It was my honor to invest them. 

It is planned to organize a Path-
finder's Club in the near future. 
The larger boys are enthusiastic 
in playing foot ball. They want 
to form an Adventist team. There 
are eleven young men, just enough 
to form a team with no reserves. 
They asked me to suggest a name 
for it which I did. I thought the 
name "Orion Footballers" would 
be good since the constellation 
Orion is made special mention of 
by Mrs. E. G. White in connec-
tion with Christ's Second Coming, 
and according to the Greeks Orion 
was a great hunter. Our boys are 
strong and sturdy. It is my prayer 
they not only play the game well,  

but more important still they be-
come great soul winners for the 
Master. Jesus is the referee. Since 
theirs is a new organization they 
are short of funds with which to 
finance it. They would appreciate 
any contribution, no matter how 
small. They need a good foot ball, 
jerseys and boots. Send any dona-
tion to: Mr. V. Samuthram, c/o 
S. D. A. Chapel, Orion Footballers, 
Bagan Datoh, Lower Perak. 

At present the church members 
are working to raise funds with 
which to build a new church. 
They have -the property and when 
I visited them they had the site 
fenced and were adorning it with 
flowers and shrubs. They do not 
have enough money yet with which 
to begin building operations, but 
they are launching out by faith 
in this endeavor knowing God is 
on their side, and will see them 
through with their greatly needed 
project.
