Another year's records have been made up

and ot the same time we have come to the end:

of @ quadrennial period.

Four years have slipped by since the 'last
General Conference session. It hardly seems
possible. But 1954 is here. The speeding months
have been fraught with far-reaching events and
incomparable possibilities for achievement in world
evangelism. Above all, and most important, these
years have brought us nearer to the great day of
our Lord. Surely there can be no doubt now
that « our redemption draweth nigh. »

These years of uncertainty and difficulty have
revealed a throb of devotion and energy in thou-
sands of hearts in Southern Europe. A thrilling
advance has been mode. A representative of the
Catholic church, in an official statement, calls it
« Astounding Progress. » The official reports for
1049-1953 show that 32,941 members were
added to the church through “baptism and on
profession of faith. The church membership stood
on December 31, 1953, af 94,700. This means
that the Division as a whole, despite four years
of East-West separation, made a net gain in
baptized membership of -nearly 509, One of
our fields, the Angola Union, in its first four years
with“Southern Europe, did a litlle better than to
double ifs baptized membership.

The total result is only halt way along the
road marked out four years ago by the president
of the General Conference. However, a lack of
access fo large sections of the Division field has
been a crippling handicap. Qur reports are. only
partial. | suppose the pages of eternity alone will
tell the full story. Possibly only then will the leaders
of some lands be able to join in the great chorus
of praise to God for the exploits of His grace.
However, great things have been done and yet
greater things are in the offing. -

The momentous events of today and the
conviction that the end of all things is near of
hand have instilled in Southern Europe the high
resolve to do. quickly the work of God and to
aftain a baptized membership of 100,000 in the
very near future. This is possible with God's bless-
ing. Our Sabbath schools already have a member-
ship beyond 115,000. A large Sabbath school
means large baptismal closses. Every department
has yoked its forces in o program of integrated
evangelism, so that many souls may be saved
quickly for the Kingdom.

As | write, hundreds of workers and laymen
are engaged in evangelistic efforts. We pray for
them and join them in heart and hand. Let us
moke the message ring out week ofter.week in

All those things are goot and necessary. bul, brethiren
and sisters, if we depend solely on educalion and on
culture and on acquired ability, we are going to delay
the outpouring of Lhe Spirit of God in all His power,
More than Lhis: there is no aclivily in service, no
devotion of our duty to the Church ihal can meet the
need in the life of the individual church member of
the outpouring of the Holy Spiril. ]

«There are many things we discuss in councils
like tliis to improve our plans, our departments. But
what we need is not hetler plans. We need belter men
‘and women executing those plans. Aod there is only
one way I know of Lo hecome bhetter : lo seek God in
prayer and plead with Him for the outponrmg of His
Holy Spirit.

«I may not look at the oulpouring of Lhe Holy
Spirit in Lhe right way. I may not look at il as you
do. Bat as I study Lhe Bible aud the Spiril of prophecy,
I find Lhis oulpouring of God’s Spirit will not be a
mass movement. It is a personal matter. -1t ouglt to
start with the workers, and then we ought lo lead
our ¢hurches into a closer fellowship with Jesus., When
we as workers are filled witli. the Spirit of God and
can lead our churches to lhat stale, then we shall see
whal we have all been praying for — a greal move-
ment in Ihe world and thie work of God eclosed up
quickly. There is only one way to go ou! and save lost
men and women : Lo go oul in the power of the Holy
Spirit. ‘The preaching of the Word will be of no avail
- withonl the continual presence and aid of the Holy
-Spiril.’ — Desire of Ages, p. 671. This is the only

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Our 1953 Division Council

Almost three months have passed since the seven-
ty-eight delegates to the 1953 Division Annual Council
met in our Lausanne chapel from December 9-15.
This meeling was in many respeels one of the mosl
important and profitable that we have ever held. From
some paris of the field unfortunately no representatives
could be present. Before the regular Ananual Council,
a precouncil was organized by the Educational and
Religious Liberly Departments-of the Division.

Once again we were favored in having three
representatives from our headquarters in Washington,
D. C. with wvs during the Council: R. R. Figuhr,

vice-presidenl of the General Conférence ; C. W. Bo--

zarth, assistanl treasurer ; and E. E. Cossentine, sec-
‘retary of tbe Educational Department. Their daily
~ studies were a source of much encouragement and
spiritual belp to everyone in attendance, and Lhe wise
counsel they gave during the business sessions was
highly appreciated.

W.-R. Beach, the Division president,
gave his inspiring report during the open-
ing meeting. His remarks were bused on
the parable of the mustard seed, and he
compuared the present status of our field to
that of 1929 when the Southern European
Division was organized. At thal Lime we
had only 16,511 members. Today thie
95,000 mark has been almost reachred.
Since 1946 the membership of the Division
has more than doubled. Tithes and offer-
ings bave also increased during the year
1953, which is a proof of the fidelity and
spirit of sacrifice of our memhels every-
where.

A new bhall and evangelistic cenLer
has been inaugurated in Le Havre, North
France. A second evangelistic center and
conference office building is under con-
struction in Salzburg, Austria, as WeH as
a chapel in Villach, Auslria.

A goodly number of missionary families and single
workers left Sonthern Europe during 1953 for Africa
and the islands of the Atlantic, Indian and Pacific
Oceans. The ecomplete lisl of these missionary sailiugs
appears ou page 11 of ithis number.

The ireasurer also presented a very good report
whicli was unanimously adoplted.

As evangélism always holds Lhe first place in
our Division aclivities, a new call to evangelism was
sounded from this -Council to all parts of the field.

A Blessed Ministry

The Adventist message is now sounding over the
waves of forty-five broadcasting stalions in the differ-
ent countries of the Southern European Division. Since
the Bible correspondence course was lauached in our
territory, a little over 66,000 sindenis have been enrolled
in lhe 19 courses organized in 8 languages: Frenci,
German, [talian, Duleh, Spanish, Porluguese, Greek,
and Malagasy. During this same period about 6,000
diplomas have been distributed to persons having com-
pleled the lessons, and the number of baptisms has
exceeded 800. )

Cheering reports continue Lo come to us from every
field in the Division. -Here, however, I shall mention
only one: the greal island of Madagascar. On Decem-
- her 2, 1953, Elder Girard, president of the Indian Ocean
Union Mission, wrole as follows : « Last week a native
"Protestant teacher made a irvip fromy Mananakara, 300
kilomelers from ihe capital eity of Tananavive, for Lhe
express purpose of asking me to send one of our evan-
gelists to Lhis Jittie lown where fifleen persons are
following ithe Bible correspondence course lessons.
These persons would like to hecome members of our
church and are asking us to organize a group in their
localily. Similar requests are cowning o us from every
corner of the island. Even here in Tananarive the work-
- ers cannol find time to visit all the persons found
through e radio hroadcasts of Lu Voix de L’ Espé-
rance (The Voice of Hope).

But it is especm}ly in the sonth of the island that
a mighly inlerest is being manifesled. H. ‘Salzman, our
European missionary. in the south, is at present al
Tuiéar, an-<importan! cenler, where the people are

The muddy paths were replaced by well-built
lanes bordered with rocks and flowers. Everyone who
visited the seminary during the summer months could
not but admire the beautiful adornment of Howers.
Brother Vez believed in. letling flowers give their lovely
message of joy and hiendliness during hife and not only
at the fime of death. Several times in the course of
Brother Vez's service, the school gardens received
a prize from the Department of Agriculture. To the
whole Adventist and non-Adventist community, Brother
Vez was known not only as an expert gardener, but also
as a true Christian, o peace-lover, a man of great
kindness and friendliness, always ready to render @
service to anyone whom he could help.

Standing by his open grave at the fime of his
burtal, the mayor aof the Collonges village spoke these
touching words of esteem and sympothy: « If oll men
had resembled him, we would have peace in the world
today. Work was his life. If the seminary possesses a
beautiful park and gorden, it is becaouse. of him. We
hove always admired the good taste with which he
beaulified the grounds of your school.»

Brother Vez rests from his labors until the glad
resurrection morning, but the slopes of the Saléve sur-
rounding the buildings of our seminary, adorned with
graceful Irees, shrubs and flowers planted by his
hands, wil stand as a living monument to his life of
devoted service until his Master appears in the clouds
of heaven. To his bereaved family we here renew the
expression of our deepest Christian sympathy.
