Mission Board, and who is well and
favorably known among the Spanish
speaking people of San Antonio, has
recently, without any special labor,
accepted the Sabbath. I am fully
persnaded that this is the hand of
. God opening the way into the homes
of the Mexican people of this City.
Brethren, shall we enter this open

~ door?.

ILast.Sab-
bath we had an .attendance of forty-
two. T am having some blessed ex-
periences that give a .deeper joy than
anything the world can give. It
means hard work, Oh yes, for every
Sabbath we have to go out and bring
them in; but the Lord has richly re-
warded our efforts. I am becoming
acquainted with many of my neigh-
bors whom I would probably not
have met in any other way, and al-
most without exception theydare warm
friends. Some of the parents, men as
well as women, say they they are
coming to our Sabbath school. Of
course T am glad to extend to them a
hearty welcome.- The school is held:
at my home Sabbath afternoon at
four o’clock.” .
Does not experience seem a com-
plete fulfillment of the words: ‘‘Pa-
rents who can be approached in no
other way are frequently reached
through = their children.

Our schools
should be for the purpose of fitting
men and women to fill the various
calls which come from the field for
laborers. - ‘There should be men and

simply to fit men

women fitted for the ministry, the
canvassing work, the medical work,
and as teachers to still fit more labor-
ers. ‘Those in charge should be indi-
viduals who bhave discernment and
are lookiug for the young who will
fill these places. ‘They should not
encourage all to enter one line of
work, but each of these departments
of the TLord’s cause should be furn-
ished with laborers.  The coming
school year should turmn out more real
laborers than any previous year in the
history of this work.

‘T'o pass down the street
at dusk, after the day’s work is done
and the evening meal of rice is over,
and see them setting about or lying
on their backs on a bit of rush mat-
ting anywhere they can locate to
catch a breeze, beside two or three
sticks of burning incense, chanting
prayers for Josh, is so touching:

They seem so earnest in their wor-
ship of ‘‘they know not what.”” One
man who himself has become a Chris-
tian, but whose wife is still a heathen,
says ‘‘she often spends almost a whole
night in religious exercises. When
a member of the family is illy she
waits to implore or propititate Josh,
or in times of prosperity to thank
him.”
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And there are 400,000,000 of these
benighted .souls! At every tick of
your watch one passes into eternity,
without God and without hope.
Four workers are there, and two are
now en route. Pray ye the Lord of
the harvest to send forth laborers.
