THE IMPORTANCE OF PHYSICAL CUL­
TURE

MRS. E. G. W HITE

P h y s i c a l  culture is an important part o f all 
right methods of education. The young need 
to be - taught how to develop their physical 
powers, how to preserve these powers in the 
best condition, and how to make them useful 
in the practical duties of life. M any think 
that these things are no part of school w ork; 
but this is a mistake. The lessons necessary 
to fit one for practical usefulness should be 
taught to every child in the home and to ev­
ery student in the school.

The place where physical training should 
begin is in the home, with the little child. 
Parents should lay the foundation for a 
healthy happy life. L ife  is not given us to 
be spent in idleness and self-pleasing; great 
possibilities have been placed before every 
one who w ill develop his God-given facul­
ties. For this reason the training o f the 
young is a matter o f the highest importance. 
E very child horn into the hörne is a sacred 
trust. God says to the parents, T ake this 
d a » ,' and bring .ft* ■ be
an honor to my name, and a channel through 
which m y blessings shall flow to the world. 
T o  fit the child for snch a life, something 
more is called for than, a  partial, one-sided 
education, that will develop the mental at the 
expense of the physical powers. A ll th e , fac­
ulties o f  the mind and Body are to be devel­
oped, and this is the w ork which parents, aided 
by the teacher, are to do for the children and 
the youth placed under their care.

E very mother should see that her children 
understand their own bodies, and how to care 
for them. She should explain to them the 
construction o f  the muscles and their use. 
Exercise is an important aid to physical de­
velopment. It  quickens the circulation of

the blood, and gives tone to the system. If 
the muscles are allowed to remain unused, it 
will soon be apparent that the blood does not 
sufficiently nourish them. Instead of increas­
ing in size and strength, they will lose their 
firmness and elasticity, and become soft and 
weak. Inactivity is not the law that the 
Lord has established in the human body. The 
harmonious action of all the parts,—  brain, 
bone, and muscle,— -is necessary to the full 
development of the entire human organism.

The first lessons are of great importance. 
It is customary to send very young children 
to school, where they are required to study 

' from books that wjjich taxes their young_ 
minds. This course is not wise. M any chil­
dren have been ruined for life by urging the 
intellect and neglecting to strengthen the phys­
ical powers. Many have died in childhood be­
cause of the course pursued by injudicious 
parents and school-teachers in forcing their 
young intellects, by flattery or fear, when they 
were too young to see the inside of a school­
room. Their minds have been taxed with 
lessons, when they should have been kept 
back until the physical constitution was strong 
enough to endure mental effort. Small chil­
dren should be left as free as lambs to run 
out-of-doors, to be free and happy, and should 
be allowed the most favorable opportunities to 
lay the foundation for a sound constitution.

The mother should he the teacher, and home 
the school where the child receives his first 
lessons; and these lessons should include hab­
its ,of. .industry.. Mothers, let . the little ones , 
play in the open air ; let them listen to the 
songs of the birds, and learn the love o f God 
as expressed in his beautiful works. Teach 
them simple lessons from the book of nature 
and the things about them; and as their minds 
expand, lessons from books may be added, 
and firmly fixed in the memory. But let them, 
also learn, even in their earliest years, to be 
useful. T rain  them to think that, as mem­
bers of the household, they are to act an in­
terested, helpful part in sharing the domestic 
burdens, and to seek healthful exercise in 
the performance o f necessary home duties.

It is essential for parents to find useful 
employment for their children, which will in­
volve the bearing of responsibilities as their

age and strength will permit. The children 
should be given something to do that will 
not only keep them busy, but that w ill inter­
est them. The active hands and brains must 
be employed from the earliest years. I f  
parents neglect to turn their children’s ener­
gies into useful channels, they do them great 
injury; for Satan is ready to find them some­
thing to do if their hands are left idle.

And the children should be instructed to 
take their exercise in doing something that 
will be beneficial to themselves and helpful 
to others. The exercise that develops mind 
and character, that teaches the hands to be 
useful, and trains the young to bear their share 
of life’s burdens, is that which gives physical 
strength and quickens every faculty. A nd 
there is a reward in virtuous industry, in the 
cultivation of the habit of living to do good.

T he approval of God rests with loving as­
surance upon the children who cheerfully take 
their part in the duties of domestic life, shar­
ing the burdens of father and mother. T hey 
will be rewarded with health of body and peace 
o f mind; and they w ill enjoy the pleasure o f 
seeing their parents take their share of social 
enjoyment and healthful recreation, thus pro­
longing their lives. Children trained to the 
practical duties o f life  will go out from home 
to he useful members of society. T heir edu­
cation is far superior to that gained by close 
confinement in the schoolroom at an early 
age, when neither the mind nor the body is- 
strong enough to endure the strain.

The children.and youth should have the les­
son continually before them, at home and. in 
the school, by precept and example, to be 
truthful, unselfish, and industrious. They; 
should not be allowed to spend their time in 
idleness; their hands should not be folded' 
in inaction. Parents and teachers should 
w ork for the accomplishment o f this object —  
the development o f all the powers and th e  
formation of a right character.

Heaven is interested in this w ork in behalf 
of the young. The parents and teachers w ho 
by wise instruction accustom them to think 
of and to care for others, are helping them to  
overcome selfishness and to close the door 
against many temptations. A ngels o f G od 
will co-operate with these faithful instructors.
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A ngels are not commissioned to do this work 
themselves; but they will give strength and 
efficiency to those who in. the fear of God 
seek to train the young to a life of usefulness.

EARLY HISTORY OF THE NASHVILLE 
SANITARIUM

F or some time we have felt that it would 
be very interesting to our people to know 
something of the origin and early history of 
the Nashville Sanitarium. T he humble be- 
binning, the rich experiences, and the prog­
ress this w ork has made amid so many diffi­
culties, should inspire us all with unbounded 
confidence that God’s hand.w as in this work 
from the beginning, and that he has an im­
portant w ork for this institution to do.

The following is taken from an address by 
L. A. Hansen in the. Tabernacle at Battle 
Creek, Mich., M ay 28, 1904:—

“ It is now seven years since Mrs. Hansen 
and I went to Nashville to begin medical mis­
sionary work, W e did not go in response to 
a demand on ,the part of citizens who had 
raised a fund to establish a branch sanitarium, 
as has been the case in some places; we went 
in response to the earnest appeals from Sister 
W hite in the Review, calling for workers, to 
go to that ‘ most needy and sadly, neglected 
field" in the world.’ In these appeals it was 
stated that medical missionary w ork would 
afford the best means for gaining entrance to 
the people, breaking. down walls o f  prejudice, 
and opening the w ay for other truths and 
other lines o f work. W e have found this to 
be indeed so in our experiences, and I will 
speak of some things along these lines, not 
to call attention to individuals connected with 
the work, but to glorify God for his many 
providences.

“ W hen we went to Nashville, the only rep­
resentation th e re . was o f  our w ork in any 
w ay was a small but faithful company of be­
lievers. There was not anything there in the 
w ay of a sanitarium interest. . .O f  course we 
did not foresee the future development of the 
work in that city. W e did not. know that it 
was to be a center of the w ork in the South. 
But I t  seems, now, as though .the Lord was, 
leading out to have the first steps taken in
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■establishing an important center. Not long 
ago Elder Butler stated, in conference, that 
when they began the publishing work, they 
found among the citizens a good welcome and 
a  friendly attitude, due, he -thought, to the 
influence of the sanitarium w ork that had 
been done.

“ W e began our w ork by house-to-house visr 
its, first calling on the physicians to let them 
know-we were prepared to give treatment at 
residences. This gave us entrance to some 
leading homes in a manner that made us many 
good friends. '

“ The success of this house-to-house work 
was such, by the blessing of the Lord, that 
it soon created a demand for treatment rooms. 
W e had no means with which to start, but the 
Medical Missionary Association advanced us 
three or four hundred dollars, and in one way 
or another we were able to fit up a very hum­
ble. beginning. This, however, was the be­
ginning of a good work, that has gradually 
grown until now it is recogaized by our 
brethren and sisters as being an important en­
terprise in the advancement of the truth.

“ It was particularly the great need that 
made an opening for the work. There were 
many sick people. There were many who 
needed instruction in the principles of health. 
W herever there is such a need and there is 
some one who can give the help needed, there 
you can begin medical missionary work. 
There was plenty of need, and only two of 
us, so we had all that we could do. W e have 
had no time up to the present to sit down and 
take our ease. W e have never had to sit in 
our office chair waiting for something to 
turn up.

“  Our city treatment rooms began, as I say, 
very humbly. W e had but few facilities, few 
furnishings, not even matting to cover our 
floors. But people seemed to bear with our 
poverty, and recognize that we had something 
that did not consist altogether of facilities. 
The work advanced from one thing to an­
other. W e opened a food store and supply 
department, from which we ship foods and 
sanitary supplies to all parts of the South. 
W e had to enlarge our quarters from time 
to time. A  dining-room was opened to the 
public.

“ The influence of this w ork from the very 
beginning has been to break down prejudice. 
A s you know, Tennessee was at one time the 
hot-bed of Sunday legislation and persecution 
of Seventh-day Adventists. , W e had to meet 
much unfavorable sentiment But as we have 
been enabled to reach all classes of people in 
a way that answered their needs, walls of 
prejudice, thick and high, have been broken 
down.”
